League as voted on by the leagues players ... That fact will certainly be endorsed by at least two kickers ...
Three weeks after Tampa Bay Buccaneers’ kicked Matt Bryant drilled a 62-yard field goal - the longest in fran-
chise history and the second longest in NFL history, USF kicked set a BIG EAST Conference record with a 56-
yard boot against Syracuse ... In addition, Rutgers’ Jeremy Ito hit a 53-yard field goal against the Bulls on Sept.
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�� INSTANT RELPAY
THE OBJECTIVE
The Big East's instant replay system is designed to allow for
specific types of officiating calls to be immediately
reviewed and corrected during all Conference and non-
conference home games. 

THE STANDARD
There must be indisputable video evidence for an officiat-
ing call to be changed by a Replay Official working from
the press box. The replay system will not guarantee that
all officiating mistakes are corrected.

THE SOURCE
During televised games, all reviewable video will come
directly from the television network broadcasting the
game (ABC Sports, ESPN, ESPN2, ESPN Plus Television,
etc.). In non-televised games, all reviewable video will
come directly from four in house video cameras. The
review process will never use both television and in-house
cameras in any one game.

THE PROCESS
The BIG EAST Conference Instant Replay System is not the
NFL Model. A review can be triggered by the Replay Official
in the press box, or the head coach on the field. The
Replay Officials will have available to them the video com-
ing directly from the television network broadcasting the
game or from four in-house video cameras. The DVSport
Digital Replay software will be used for all reviews. Unlike
the NFL, there is no limit to the number of plays that can
be reviewed by the replay official.  Coaches, however, are
limited to one challenge per game. A team is subject to a
loss of timeout if the coaches' challenge is upheld.

THE PLAYS
Reviewable
The following plays are subject to review under Big East
instant replay:
1. Plays governed by Sideline, Goal Line, End Zone, and 

End Line:
a. Scoring Plays, including a runner breaking the 

plane of the goal line.
b. Pass complete/incomplete/intercepted at side

line, goal line and end line.
c. Runner/receiver in or out of bounds.
d. Recovery of loose ball in or out of bounds.
e. A loose ball touching a sideline, goal line or an 

end line.
2. Passing Plays:

a. Pass ruled complete/incomplete/intercepted in 
the field of play and end zones.

b. Touching of a forward pass by an ineligible 
receiver.

c. Touching of a forward pass by a defensive 
player.

d. Quarterback (Passer) forward pass or fumble (if 
ruled incomplete, the play is finalized).

e. Illegal forward pass beyond the line of 
scrimmage.

f. Illegal forward pass or illegal handling after 
change of possession.

g. Forward or backward pass thrown from behind 
the line of scrimmage

3. Other Detectable Infractions:
a. Runner ruled not down.
b. Forward progress with respect to first down.
c. Touching of a kick.
d. Number of players on field.
e. Kicker beyond line of scrimmage on a kick.
f. Clock adjustments
g. Fourth-down/try fumble plays

• With his 108-yard rushing outburst against Connecticut on Oct. 7, Benjamin Williams was the first USF player
not named Andre Hall who had a 100-yard rushing game since Oct. 18, 2003 when Vince Brewer had 105 vs.

QB Battle Entering 2006 
• USF’s quarterback situation coming into the 2006 season had certainly been up in the air ... Pat Julmiste got
the start against McNeese State, however gave way to redshirt freshman Matt Grothe in the second quarter ...
Grothe played until the final series of the game when transfer Grant Gregory saw his first collegiate action. 

• Of the three, Julmiste, Grothe, and Gregory, Julmiste is the only one that had collegiate experience entering
this year’s season opener against the Cowboys ... Through the McNeese State game, Julmiste started in 24 of
30 games for the Bulls including 22 of 24 over the past two years ... Currently, after seeing time in the fourth
quarter against Syracuse last weekend, Julmiste has thrown for 3,593 career yards and has completed 283-of-
583 passes with 17 touchdowns and 23 interceptions.

• Grothe redshirted last season and served as a scout team QB, and Gregory transferred to USF after redshirt-
ing his freshman year at Indiana.

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The Growth Of Grothe
• Freshman quarterback Matt Grothe has shown remarkable improvement in his 10 collegiate games and his
nine-straight starts ... He has also started to make steps establishing himself in USF’s record books.

• Against Syracuse last Saturday, Grothe threw for 364-yards on 25-of-35 passing and two touchdown ... His 364-
yards ranks first all-time for the most passing yards in a game by one player (360 by Marquel Blackwell on Nov.
4, 2000 vs. Western Kentucky) ... A 10-yard completion to Colby Erskin in the fourth quarter gave Grothe the
school record.

• Grothe's 302 passing yards at UCF on Sept. 16 was the original freshmen record that he set eclipsing Marquel
Blackwell's 239-yard game against New Haven in 1999 ... Blackwell also had a 238-yard game that same year
against Liberty.

• With a 24-yard completion to S.J. Green early in the first quarter, Matt Grothe set the USF record for passing
yards by a freshman, surpassing Marquel Blackwell (1,620 in 1999).

• Grothe also has the top-six rushing games by a freshman quarterback in USF history ... Grothe equaled the
record mark he set for a freshmen QB with his 82 yards against Connecticut on Oct. 7 ... He also scampered
for 82 yards against Florida International on Sept. 9 in his first career start ... Blackwell had held the record
with 57 yards against Southwest Texas State in 1999 ... The following are Grothe’s rushing performances of 50-
plus yards this season:

• Grothe’s 302 yards passing against UCF on Sept. 16 also marked the first time a USF QB has eclipsed 300 since
Pat Julmiste - Grothe’s current back-up - did it with 324 yards in a double overtime win at TCU on Sept. 25,
2004.

• Grothe completed his 11th touchdown pass of the season with a 79-yard bomb to Taurus Johnson with 2:09
left in the third quarter ... The 79-yard touchdown pass to Johnson was the longest touchdown pass of Grothe's
career ... Against North Carolina, on Oct. 14, Grothe’s 21-yard connection with S.J. Green in the second quar-
ter surpassed USF's total number of TD passes last year (8).

• Grothe has led the Bulls from behind to win five games this season and nearly pulled off the feat in two oth-
ers ... Trailing 13-7 against Kansas on Sept. 23, Grothe and USF got the ball back on its own 39-yard line with
1:06 left in the contest ... He would drive the Bulls to the Kansas 27-yard line before throwing an interception
on third down as time expired ... One week later, on Sept. 29, USF would find themselves trailing 19-14 at the
beginning of the fourth quarter and then 22-14 with 7:02 left ... The Bulls would would move the ball 55 yards
to the Rutgers’ 31-yard line before Grothe would fumble with 5:26 remaining ... The rookie would get anoth-
er shot, this time taking USF 66 yards in eight plays over 2:17 seconds and throwing a 16-yard TD strike to Ean
Randolph ... The Bulls would go for the two-point conversion, however the attempt was no good.

(264.0 yards per game). He has passed for 1,388 yards and nine touchdowns and run for 460 yards and seven
touchdowns, accounting for more than 70 percent of the Bulls' offense. USF (5-2, 1-1) is only a few plays away
from being unbeaten.

• Nicholas came into the 2006 season after leading the team last season in tackles for losses ... He registered

• Moffitt had a standout game against Florida International on Sept. 9 recording eight tackles, all solo, and two
tackles for a loss of four yards ... In addition, Moffitt had eight stops, including five solo, and one tackle for a
loss against Kansas.

• Against UConn on Oct. 7, the two combined for 13 tackles, three tackles for a loss (-13 yards), two passes bro-
ken up and a sack for 10 yards.

• Moffitt leads the team in tackles this season with 92 (64 solo) while Nicholas is second with 83 (60 solo).

Verpaele Returns To Line Up
• Danny Verpaele was a welcome sight to an already solid defensive secondary at the beginning of the season
... Verpaele was tabbed a third team freshman All-American by The Sporting News at the conclusion of his rook-
ie campaign in 2004 ... He looked forward to a banner year as a sophomore, however suffered a broken foot
in August 2005 which ended his season.

• Verpaele started in seven of 11 games as a freshman and finished fourth on the team in tackles with 57, includ-
ing six for losses, and two sacks.

• Verpaele comes into Saturday’s game against Louisville ninth on the team in tackles with 24, including 16 unas-
sisted.

The Heir Aparents
• There have been some extremely big shoes to fill this season in the Bulls backfield with the loss of USF’s all-
time leading rusher Andre Hall ... Although Hall played just two seasons for the Bulls he amassed an impressive
2,731 career yards and 24 rushing touchdowns (27 career TD’s) in just 23 collegiate games.

• Moise (pronounced Moses) Plancher came into the McNeese State game, on Sept. 2, No. 1 on the depth chart
despite never taking a live snap in a game after redshirting the 2005 campaign ... He unfortunately left the
game prior to the end of the Bulls’ first series with a knee injury ... He had just carried the ball four times
rushing for 26 yards, including a 16-yard scamper for his longest of the game ... Plancher would find out on
Sept. 5 that he would likely miss the remainder of the 2006 season with a ACL tear in his right knee. 

• The backfield, however stepped up after Plancher’s exit as three other Bulls rushed for better than 50 yards
against McNeese State ... USF also scored four of its six touchdowns by way of the ground attack.

• Walt Smith finished the McNeese State game leading the Bulls in rushing yards with 70 on seven carries and
two TD’s ... Smith was a late addition to the 2005 roster after a junior college career at Ellsworth Community
College ... Smith  saw action in all 12 games last year, mostly on special teams and some spot time at corner-
back where he recorded five tackles on the year.

• Benjamin Williams and Keeley Dorsey also impressed ... Williams ran for 54 yards on nine carries ... Dorsey
rushed for 53 yards on two carries and scored a touchdown on the final play of the game.

• Williams had the first breakout game - of all the running backs - when he recorded 108 yards on 22 carries
against Connecticut on Oct. 7 ...

Opening comments ... "It's great to be here. This is always a fun event
for me. I can remember when I was first hired 10 years ago, I was 39 years
old, and years go by pretty fast. I can remember the first time I came to
this, I was just so excited to be a head coach - I had never been a head
coach - and a head coach in the state where I grew up. To come to this
was real exciting, and it still is. I really enjoy this and I think it's great.
To me, it is just one of the things you do when you get close to the sea-
son starting. Our guys come in a week from today (Aug. 7) and this is
always one of the last things you do before the guys come in."

On this season ... "I'm excited about this year. I'm excited about another
year in the BIG EAST. We're very fortunate to be in this conference. I don't
know how good our team will be, we'll find out. We have some decent
players but until we get them going we'll just have to wait and see. That's
the great thing about college football."

On what Moise Plancher has done this year to make an impression on
the staff ... "Well he's hung onto the ball more than all the other guys.
He has good balance, he runs pretty good, he's a great guy, plays hard.
We're going to have about three or four guys and none of them have
played college football, that's pretty interesting - and exciting. I think it's
kind of neat to see who is going to step up. But that's the reason he's up
there right now."

On USF's quarterback situation this year ... "I new Pat (Julmiste) was
always there. That's has never been out of my mind, really. We've had a
lot of people try to beat Pat out - Courtney Denson and Carlton Hill, and
those different guys. But it's nice having a quarterback back who has
started for you and been the starting quarterback when you've a number
of games. People will say all they want. We had a guy, Marquel Blackwell,
who was 29-2 as a starter at home. That's kind of a good record for a
starting quarterback, so everybody is always comparing him to that.
We're playing a strong schedule, a little bit different than when Pat
played here. Pat has been done awfully well, he's been inconsistent, but
there is a lot more than just Pat. Receivers need to catch the ball, we've
got to get a run game going, all those things. With all that being said, he
still has been the guy. He has started in some big, big wins for us, and I'd
rather have somebody back like that that somebody not like we're look-
ing at running back. So I'm excited about Pat. It's his senior year, I know
he's been working hard, he's really focused, and he has had a very good
summer. So I'm excited about him, he knows our offense."

On the possibilities of playing UCF after this season ... "Well, it seems
like an awfully good game. It's kind of fun to have people that want to
play you. We've played FAU, we're playing FIU, we've played Miami, we've
played Central Florida, Florida A&M. We've played a lot of teams in this
state and I don't want to take anything away from those games. To be
honest with you, I used to get really, really involved in scheduling during
the first six or seven years, but (USF Director of Athletics) Doug Woolard
handles all of that now. And I'm not trying to pass that off, but the truth
of the matter is, that is going to be between Doug and Keith (Keith
Tribble, UCF's Director of Athletics). It's just that those people have to
make a decision. They have done an awfully good job at UCF. They strug-
gled a year ago and then took off after our game. They had the
Conference USA championship in there hands, playing an awfully good
team in Tulsa, a great game. Central Florida has done extremely well.
They are awfully good. We all know that. But I would imagine that this

year will be an awfully good game. We're a little bit younger, but you are
looking at two teams with a lot of Florida guys that are very close. I imag-
ing it will be a heck of a game. I hope it is from our standpoint."

On the series with Miami and possible game in the future ... "I know
going down to Miami was year was pretty powerful because Miami has
won more National Championships than anyone else in the state of
Florida along with their tradition and where they are on the national
scene. That along with going down there after our Louisville game there
was a lot of attention on our program. So that was a pretty powerful time
for program and I really enjoyed that. And now Miami is going to come
back up and play us, and now that's something that is being talked about,
is us playing Miami in the future. You know, BCS against BCS and that kind
of deal. I would imagine that is why Miami has some interest. I don't think
that they would have had as much interest if we weren't in a BCS confer-
ence. I think the fact that we are allows them - if it is a political step or
whatever - that game has a chance to be played every year."

On the impact of playing in a bowl game last year ... "It seems like it
had a lot of impact. You are before the media for another 15 practices,
you are playing another BCS team - a North Carolina State team from the
ACC - and certainly there is so much talk about the SEC and the ACC. You
know our bowl game along with what happened with West Virginia beat-
ing Georgia in the Sugar Bowl, and all of those kinds of things really
helped the BIG EAST and helped the University of South Florida. So I
would tie that in with all of it. I'm not saying that last year was the best
team we've had at South Florida. We've had some pretty good teams that
won a lot of games but never went to a bowl game. But I think us play-
ing an ACC team carried a little weight.

On some of USF's newcomers not qualifying hurting its incoming
recruiting class ... "Well, I had 24 scholarships to give this year and we
signed 29. So tell me, on signing day do you think I'm going to lose six?
Now that is not always reported. We had a number of people placed in
junior colleges on signing day. So we lost one guy that I really wanted,
and I'd imagine that eventually he'll get there. Sometimes people will
over sign. I've seen in the past people will talk about Florida signing 32.
Well, everybody knows that the most you can sign is 25. So it's not always
the way it appears because it not always shared like that. But the truth
is we just lost one guy that I'd really thought we'd get and the others were
placed in other places. Now will we get them back, I don't know. You have
to wait for two years and there are so many variables. But sometimes
there are it's hard to know in signing day who is going to make clearing-
house and who's not. You want to make sure that you're solid, so if you
have 23 you want to make sure that you're solid on 21 or 22. So you know
that those guys are going to make it. Then you go out - and I don't know
if it is right or wrong, and sometimes perception hurts you - then you go
out and reach out to some guys that you know and you want start a rela-
tionship with."

On the state of the BIG EAST in 2006 ... "Well, everybody is talking
about West Virginia and Louisville, and they should, because West Virginia
and what they did (in the Sugar Bowl), they had a great year. We had a
great game with them. I really enjoyed the game, other than I didn't like
to lose, but 28-13 and we had the ball twice at the six and the three. If
we score two touchdowns that last drive at the end might be for the
game. But they have so many back. Everybody looks at the quarterback
(Patrick White), and they have a tremendous quarterback and they beat
Georgia. Georgia and the SEC and everything is so well thought of in this
part of the country that when West Virginia went in, and the way they
beat them, really made a statement I think for that team. Louisville goes
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in and plays Virginia Tech with their backup quarterback and almost beat
them. So you have to look at those two teams because Louisville has
almost everybody back. And then you have to look at Pittsburgh, because
they supposedly such a good recruiting class and they beat us. Then you
look at Rutgers, because they have a lot of people back, and Connecticut,
and then we're down there somewhere. I'm not saying that because we're
trying to tell our guys, hey look what they're doing and all that. It's every
team's new year. We may win a bunch of games and we may not this year.
I don't know because you don't know how your team is going to come
together. I do know one thing, I know we're going to go out and compete.
We're going to go after it."

On the status of Jerome Springfield, Mike Padilla, Taurus Johnson, and
Nate Allen ... "No, I don't think that Jerome is going to transfer any-
where, that's not true, as far as I know, and I know Jerome pretty good.
Mike Padilla is a great young man. That young man is … I can't say enough
about him. How much he plays for us - he doesn't play a lot - his charac-
ter, I tell you, you wish you could write headlines and stories about Mike
Padilla. But that's not going to happen. He's just such a great individual.
Taurus Johnson had a great summer. He has a chance to be a big time
player. He can run, he's big, he's 6-1, 200 pounds, he can run a 4.4, he's
just a tremendous player. I'm excited about Nate Allen. Nate Allen can
play, and I don't have any doubt about that. We're excited about him com-
ing in a quarterback and we'll see what he can do."

On Louis Gachette ... "Louis is a 6-3, 220, strong safety. He's an outstand-
ing player who played a lot for us last year. He's a big guy and is a hitter.
He came in as a quarterback, so you know he's an athlete and he has ball
skills. I think that Louis has been a leader, he doesn't follow anybody else.
He's his own guy. So I think he's done a good job."

On USF's history of moving quarterbacks to the defensive secondary
... "I was a quarterback and I played free safety. I wasn't very good. When
I went to college we recruited a lot of free safeties as quarterbacks. I just
think that they are very smart and know the game. You have to find out
if they will hit you. If you find a guy that's smart, knows the game, and
can run decent, and hit you, I don't care if it's a quarterback of not, they
are just good athletes. They love the game, they're obviously leaders.
Your not going to play quarterback and have some success if your not a
good leader. And at safety you need that. You need to be a good to be a
good communicator, you have to be able to talk to your corners, the other
people on the team right in the middle."

On his staying at USF and whether he though he would be here for 10
years ... "You really don't know the future. The main reason I wanted to
be here - to be a head coach certainly was big, but you can be a head
coach in other places. I remember talking with (former BYU head coach)
LaVell Edwards when I took the job. He told me, Jim, your going to go
down the University of South Florida, your going to go down to Tampa,
and he said your never going to leave. I thought that was interesting. It
was during our bowl game when we (Kansas State) were playing in the
Holiday Bowl. He said, I've had a lot of opportunities to leave BYU, in
Provo. I've had a chance to go to the NFL, a chance to go to a number of
college programs, but this is home for me. He said, you're going to find
the same thing out. You're going to see that it's hard to leave your home.
And that's really the truth. To be away from here for 16 years and to be
able to come back here and walk though the youth center where you
grew up, and walk through the baseball fields, and little leagues, or high
schools and junior highs, and have family here, that's hard to leave. And
I understand that the grass isn't greener, and it certainly hasn't been
because of money. And that isn't to say that South Florida hasn't done a

great job because they have, obviously with the last contract. They've
done things that I never though I see. I don't feel important that much, I
mean I don't. But to be able to live here is priceless, and we're in the BIG
EAST now. We have a chance at a national championship. Now, will it hap-
pen, or won't it happen, well I don't know but we're in that room, and
that is powerful. I was talking to some coaches down in Miami, and they
were talking about what a great job FAU, FIU, and South Florida, and
everybody has done, and I said that there was one difference; we are now
in the same room with Florida, Florida State, and Miami. We're in the
same room. Now, they may be in the front rows, they might be out there
in front and we may be back there. But we're in the same room. We're
hearing the same things, we have the same opportunity, and that is one
of the most powerful steps that the University of South Florida has ever
made. I did not think, when I was hired I always thought we would try to
work through Conference USA, and the Conference USA would make that
incredible leap. I was told by head coaches in Conference USA that there
is no way that would ever happen, it just can't, you just don't understand
this world. Being the optimist that I was I just didn't want to hear it. I
talked to coaches that have been in this league for ever. So joining the
BIG EAST, growing up here, and being apart of this university, why would
you leave? You have a great stadium, you play at Raymond James
Stadium, and having a stadium like that certainly hasn't slowed down
Miami, they've won a bunch of national championships and they don't
have their own stadium, and Pittsburgh, I think that they've won nine
national championships and they don't have their own stadium, and USC
they're not bad and they don't have their own stadium. That fact hasn't
slowed down those teams. I just sounds to me that I'm fortunate to have
a pretty good job."

On the differences of recruiting now compared to 10 years ago ...
"Well there are great athletes everywhere, I don't think that is much dif-
ferent. Probably in recruiting the biggest difference is fatherless homes.
That has been big, because a lot of times you're dealing with mom and
the grandmother. That probably, when I go into home is the biggest thing,
you don't go in with mom and dad. I think that young people haven't
changed a lot. They want to be loved, they want to feel important, they
want to perform, sometimes they might have to understand the discipline
of it all because they don't always have that, and that's a big thing. But
love and discipline go hand and hand and I think that the biggest thing we
work on in our program, so I'd say that is almost the biggest difference."

On playing games on days other than Saturday ... "Well it doesn't mat-
ter what my thoughts are. I would prefer not to play on Sunday. We don't
practice on Sunday. I know a lot of teams practice on Sunday and take
Monday off. I always felt like Sunday was for church and I'll always feel
that way, but it's just a day. What happens is when you start playing to
many times different during the mid-week - even the Tuesday and
Wednesday's - it is just so hard for these guys. You want a certain way of
doing things and it just kind of disrupts it. We played UAB a number of
years ago on a Wednesday night and you know that they aren't going to
be focused on class. It was a national TV game on a Wednesday night. Do
you think that they are going to be focused on class on Tuesday,
Wednesday, or Thursday? That's hard, that's very difficult. We won the
game, but I still didn't like doing it. But you do what you got to do." 

On Chris Robinson ... "Oh I love him, love him. He's going to play a lot of
football this year. He's about 6-4, 240, ran about a 10.9 100 meters in high
school, we're real, real excited about him, and he's a great young man.
He'll back up a pretty good player now in Stephen Nicholas. He is big, he
can run, he's physical, we've been trying to get him on the field more. We
may move him to the corner because right now he's behind a guy that
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could be an all-american in Stephen Nicholas. They are both from that
Jacksonville area. (assistant coach) Lawrence Dawsey has done a good
job recruiting in the Jacksonville area. He going to play a lot this year if
everything works out."

On the state of the offensive line … "We're unsure right now, we don't
know. We're excited about a lot of different guys. I really don't know the
starting lineup right now. I mean you have two or three guys competing
at left tackle, two or three guys competing at left guard, right guard,
right tackle. There are probably about seven or eight guys in all compet-
ing."

On the decision to move Carlton Hill from quarterback to wide receiv-
er ... "I just think that different things are happening with him and I just
feel that, to be the quarterback and have that leadership position I just
though that - and I'm not saying that someday he won't be our quarter-
back - but for right now he needs to get focused on other things and go
out and play receiver and be focused on that."

On the possibility of Carlton Hill redshirting this season ... "Yes, very
much so. In fact we're looking at that very hard. In fact that is an incred-
ibly strong possibility, it really is. He probably needs to get away, get a
year away. What would be great would be to get him a year away and let
him play somewhere. That would be the ultimate to be honest with you.
Either to get him somewhere where he can play more quarterback or to
redshirt him at our place, one of the two. Cause your looking at the big
picture down the road."

On whether Carlton Hill would go to a junior college and whether he
has been receptive to that ... "That's possible. Maybe place him at a jun-
ior college, let him play and bring him back. That's a possibility. Right
now, though he's just focused on classes, he's got some other things off
the field that he has to deal with. I think the world of the young man,
but some of the decisions he's made haven't been the best. That doesn't
mean that I don't love this guy, and care deeply for him as I do with all
of our players. I just want to make sure that it is understood that there
is a lot more than just football for my standpoint, and I really mean that.
I don't want football to be the priority, I want you to focus in and have a
life."

On being concerned that if he goes to a junior college that he may not
come back ... "I'm don't really worry about that because I would be
involved in him doing that, and I'm the same always if, at the time he
always has the opportunity to come back here provided everything works
out if that case happens. But that is the direction we're leaning towards.
I think it would be good for him. He'll keep playing and I think it makes a
lot of sense. Maybe he can keep playing quarterback at another place and
get focused, and to be honest with you it doesn't have anything to do with
academics, you can take that right out. It just has to do with him getting
squared away with things. He's a good young man, he needs to make bet-
ter decisions, but he is a good young man."

Opening statement ... "We weren't very good. Your worst nightmares
really came true. Out punter Ilia (Petrov), you know he's a good kid, a
good guy, and it's hard to put him in that position. So I felt bad that we
put him in that position. I thought our punt return team did very well. I
really felt bad for the last one. Ean (Randolph) makes that run back and
we get called for a block in the back. We just did so many foolish things.
We looked like a young undisciplined team, we really did, and that's what
we are. It's not because these guys are not real good guys, they are. I love
this football team. We probably have half the guys on that football team
have never taken a college snap before, and it looked like it. We made a
lot of mistakes. But I'm proud of the way we came back, and kept bat-
tling. It doesn't surprise me that it was a close game. I thought it would
be down to the last play. I told everybody that and fully expected it, but
we kind of broke it open at the end there. We have a ways to go, obvi-
ously. We do have talent; you can see that, we do have some talented
guys. It's just that we're not really a team yet. But when you have that
many young people that's probably the way it is."

On the play of Matt Grothe ... "He did a great job, we all saw that. We
had planned on playing Pat the first half and Matt was going to play the
second half, because Matt has done so well in practice, and we need
them all, we really do. But Matt started off slow, he had some rough
moments, but at the end he really showed what he had been doing in
practice. It's not unlike he's been doing it in practice. So Matt did an out-
standing job, and I thought our offensive line did a little bit better." 

On the play of the offensive line ... "Jared Carnes was struggling. That
93 (Bryan Smith), that defensive end is one of the best. He can play at a
lot of places. He's really good. I saw him play earlier and I really worried
about him, and Jared struggled with him, but Jared never played a col-
lege game. He had never played a college game, and I'm really proud of
Jared for trying and getting in there. We played Thed Watson. We got him
in there and he played pretty good, even though he did hurt his ankle. He
played pretty good I thought. He neutralized 93 a bit. We don't have our
depth on our offensive line. So when you have Thed go down, and (Mark)
Dile go down, your two starting tackles who are the only two guys on the
offensive line that played last year at all. So think about the offensive
line. We had already lost John Miller, and Frank (Davis), and (Chris)
Carouthers, and Dile and Watson are out. There is your whole five, so it's
a whole new group, and it was interesting.”
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On the possibility of playing both Pat Julmiste and Matt Grothe against
FIU on Sept. 9 ... "I don't know. I really don't like to make do many deci-
sions until I go back and look at film and talk to our coaches. Matt did
pretty good. I really don't know how bad Pat (Julmiste) is, I really don't.
(Head trainer) Steve Walz said that he had a thigh bruise, but I don't know
ho bad it is. It's not a knee or anything like that."

On the injury to Moise Plancher ... "That was very disappointing. Moise
is a very good running back. You know it's interesting; Walt Smith did
tonight what he did last spring. You know we put Walt on a scholarship
and I'm glad we did, for his senior year, because he did a pretty good job
running tonight."

On the defensive line ... "We are so young on that defensive line. We
have to look at it very hard. We didn't have much rotation. I though Chris
Robinson made some pretty good plays, ran pretty well. Treco Bellamy is
really a converted linebacker, and that's the first time he has played col-
lege football. Chris Robinson never played a college game, (George)
Selvie never played a college game, that's pretty young. Woody George
has never really played a college game, Julian Riley never has, Siaosi
(Uhatafe) never has. None of those guys have ever played a college foot-
ball game. That's our front four, and that's not a lot of experience."

On what he like about the play of Matt Grothe and when he knew he
was going to play ... "Just his demeanor, the way he handled the offense,
he kept things in check. He hit the open receiver. He's just a confident
guy, and he's been doing that, he's been doing that all along. I'm a pret-
ty loyal guy. It was my call, not anyone else's to start Pat (Julmiste)
because it's his senior year, and that's just the way I am. But I thought
Matt has done so well and Matt knew he was going to start the second
half, regardless of what the game was like. Whether we were up, behind,
or anything, he was going to start the second half. We had told Matt that,
really about a week ago and we told Pat about a week ago that he was
going to start. He had known that. I would never tell a quarterback the
day before. They usually get about a week advance, so they can prepare,
and the offense knows who is going to start. That's real important."

On USF's blocked punt ... "I didn't see it, I think it was a low snap. (Ryan)
Gilliam can run and we brought him from the back side. We really had a
return on with that one. We weren't going for the block but we always
bring Gilliam and he (punter) didn't have much time. Gilliam did a great
job, he really helped us. He did some good things.

On the new one-inch kicking tee ... "One thing I thing we did notice was
our kick offs. Our kick offs were tougher with a one-inch tee. When you
had the two-inch tees you could get it up (in the air), because (Justin)
Teachey is a pretty good kicker, and I could tell that is really noticeable.
You really have to work on your kickoff team, because there are going to
be more returns this year, your going to see a lot more returns this year."

Opening comments ... "Last night we had a pretty good practice,
although we got cut from rain. We're going to go out early today. We're
going to go out at 3 p.m. today, because I'm worried about the rain that
is coming in again, and we need to get a good practice in today. FIU is a
really good football team. The last time we went to Middle Tennessee and
played we got beat by 30 or 35 points. They just handed it to us. FIU had
to deal with a hurricane (Eduardo) last week, has to go up (to
Murfreesboro, Tenn.) early, goes into Middle Tennessee and nearly beats

them, which is pretty impressive when you really look at it. That's hard
to do. They showed to me that they have great focus and great compo-
sure to be able to do that. They have a defensive end, (Antwan) Barnes,
who can absolutely destroy an offense. I've seen nobody stop him. He is
the real deal. He is that good, and it's hard to stop that guy. I think their
team speed on defense is very good. I think they run extremely well,
their secondary, I thought, was outstanding. The have some real good
players. Offensively, their tight end is supposed to be an NFL candidate,
he is one of the top in the country right now in catches, and their quar-
terback (Josh Padrick) is very impressive. I think he's an outstanding play-
er. I saw him play last year and thought he did a great job. He can run,
he can throw, he can beat you. I think the receivers do a good job, the
offensive line is big, and the running backs run hard. This is going to be
a tough challenge for us. I imagine it will be like last week. I told every-
one last week that game would come down to the wire, and it was true,
and you saw it. We have a young team that we are trying to develop. Our
main focus is trying to get better as a football team this week. Injury-
wise the only thing that I will make a comment on, Mosie Plancher we'll
find out more about him later this afternoon. Thed Watson and Mark Dile,
they're getting better, where they'll be at, we won't really know for a cou-
ple of days, whether we'll have them or not. Everybody else is fine."

On whether he thinks someone will emerge at quarterback or whether
it will be decided on a weekly basis ... "I don't have a crystal ball. I don't
know. I just know right now that we will start Matt (Grothe) and go from
there. Pat (Julmiste) is a pretty good quarterback. He threw and ran
extremely well. It wasn't his fault that we had illegal procedure, or ille-
gal formation, it wasn't his fault we got the holding calls. Every drive he
was in there we got penalties. Pat did real well, and that was encourag-
ing because Pat can play. It was good to get Grant (Gregory) in also. We're
going to need all three. I talked to  (Anthony) Severino yesterday to, and
I'm really proud of him. He works hard. He's works the scout team right
now, because he needs to be throwing the football, so he's doing that. But
I don't know how it's going to play. I think you're going to see them all
play. I mean, it's a long season, a physical tough season. They will all be
involved."

On whether he will use five running backs, like last weekend, this
week against FIU ... "I don't know. I'm sure they'll all play. I'll tell you
after the game, I really don't know. I know that they will all play, but I
don't know who's going to play the most. Carl (running backs coach Carl
Franks) does all that, putting them in there. I think they all did some
good things. I thought Walt (Smith) did some good things, Keeley (Dorsey)
did some good things, I thought B (Benjamin) Williams ran for some tough
yards.  

On his philosophy on whether injured players get their staring posi-
tions back when they are healthy ... "I don't have any philosophy on it.
If it's a guy that has been established, he's probably going to get back into
the hunt right away. If a guy hasn't proven much, he better hope the
other guy not come in a play. This isn't like the NFL and an injury can't
take a starter out. We're going to play who we think is doing the best."

On what stood out about Matt Grothe's performance after watching
film of the game ... "I thought he handled adversity pretty well. He did-
n't do real well right away. He had a fumble, there were some mistakes.
I think he just stayed focused on the game. With some guys, when you
bring them in like that, they're mistakes there, and they may not contin-
ue to go after it. I think that was important to me. I thought he was pret-
ty calm. He went out and just directed the offense. There wasn't any
yelling, or calling it this way or that way, or any of those kind of things
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that you have with a young quarterback sometimes. All of our quarter-
backs did a pretty good job with that. So I thought he was pretty effi-
cient, but it was one game, we'll see. How good of a player he is, is cer-
tainly a test over time. He did some good things last game. We'll see as
the year goes. I think we'll need them all." 

On whether Matt Grothe played better than he had played in practice
... "No. I read in The Oracle (USF student newspaper) this morning, I read
a comment that he had, that he thought he played than he though he
would play. I thought he played like he practices."

On whether he has a plan for the quarterbacks like he had last
Saturday (starting Pat Julmiste and replacing him with Matt Grothe to
start the second half) ... "Well, if we did have one I wouldn't tell you,
but we don't. I don't have any plan that this guy is going to play one quar-
ter, this guy's is going to play 18 minutes, it doesn't matter. Pat's going to
be ready to go, and Grant's going to be ready to go, and Severino's going
to be ready to go."

On what Pat Julmiste does to keep his confidence up ... "I don't know,
he just goes out and does what he does. Like any position player. He prac-
tices a lot. I hope all our guys are confident, we work hard. You gain con-
fidence with success, obviously, and the first place is in practice. If you
have success in practice, you feel that you might have a shot."

On who may start at running back if Moise Plancher is not able to start
against FIU ... "You know, I don't know. I think what we'll do is let Carl
(running backs coach Carl Franks) make that decision. I always let my
coaches make that decision unless I see something that I really don't like.
I imagine Carl will play who practices the best this week."

On whether it's productive to go against a team like FIU that is going
through the same things that USF is going through with youth ... "I
don't think about those things. I really don't. To me, we're so concerned
about seeing if we can play any better, I really don't think about any of
those other thoughts other than going out and practicing really well today
and seeing if we can improve. I don't even think like that. I know FIU's
can beat us if we don't play really well. That I know. Just like I knew
McNeese could beat us. There was no doubt that they could beat us. And
they had a shot. I know FIU is the same thing. We've got to play better
and if we don't then we're going to struggle. It's as simple as that. We're
going to practice hard, and hopefully our guys will have enough focus so
we can get a little bit better today. If we can improve and keep that
going, then we have a chance to be competitive this year. I don't think
ahead that much. I just think about today and this game."

On how special this game is to Bernard Clark who, prior to coming to
USF, spent two years as defensive coordinator at FIU ... "I don't know.
I haven't asked him."

On whether he is going to go with the hot running back ... "I don't
know, I mean I really don't. I just go into a game and watch people play.
I don't know, you know. I just always think about positive things. And if
people are going to go in there and play well, I hope they do. I don't go
in there thinking, if this is going to happen I'm going to do this, If this is
going to happen I'm going to do this. I don't ever think like that. I just go
in hope everybody plays well and see how it goes."

On who will probably get the start at punter ... "(Delbert) Alvarado.
Delbert is going to go in first. Ilia's really got a great leg. Obviously he
does. He did in practice. He hit some really great balls. He'll be fine, he'll

be fine. Both of those guys are going to be important to us in punting.
They both have good legs. I'm not as concerned about the punters as mak-
ing sure that the ball is snapped there, and that we go down and we cover
during our punting. We didn't cover real well last week."

On why he named a starting quarterback after keeping it so quiet dur-
ing the opening week ... "I just felt like it. No other reason than that."

Opening statement ... "Well I want to say that I'm really proud of our
football team, because you can't come back and win a football game like
that if you don't have great character. That's all that there is to it. I know
it was like last week and we made a lot of errors. But you can't win a
game like that if you don't have great character, and if you don't have
great love for your teammates. You just have to keep fighting. FIU played
a great game. They did everything that they wanted to. They protected
their quarterback. That quarterback can beat you. Number one (Chandler
Williams) is very good. We didn't stop him until the end, and their tight
end is very good. I thought (FIU head coach) Don Strock did an exception-
al job with the materials and talent that he has on that football team. I
though their defense, right out of the box, did a real good job to stop our
run game, and I thought they played very, very well. Now our kicking
game is killing us. The penalties that we have, the discipline, we won't
win again this year if we don't change right away, because the teams that
we're facing are too good, and we're playing like a very young and inex-
perienced football team. It's not that the guys were ready to play, I think
they were. It's not that the guys aren't working hard, I think they are. But
we're not being very smart, and it's happening a lot. I certainly have to
do a better job getting it across to them. I just do. But I was really
impressed with what they did. They played with a cause. And when you
play with a cause, I knew it would be tough. They had a young man
(Lance Preston) who was killed in a motorcycle accident and I'm sure that
was a pretty good cause. We had Patrick Payton happen to us, and we had
a pretty good cause. You come out and play with pretty good focus, for
60 minutes. I love this team, I love these guy's we have, and appreciate
them very much. But we have to change. We know we have a very tough
opponent next week, and if we play like we've been playing, we won't
have a prayer. So we've got to find a way to change, and change in a
hurry."

On Taurus Johnson's first touchdown of the game ... "There is no way
that Taurus Johnson should have taken that reverse into the end zone.
They had him boxed.  That was sheer desire and determination. He willed
his way in there. There is no other way. And then the big touchdown down
the sideline, you know, they were great plays. We have talent on this
team, I've always said that. I just said we're very young and we've got to
find some discipline. We've got to find some discipline. It is such a key."

On Matt Grothe's performance ... "Oh he made some mistakes. I just
wanted to keep him in there. I had Pat warming up in the second half, I
had Pat ready, but Matt's a competitor and everybody was hyped up by
how he did last week and I didn't say anything really too much. Because
how good a player is, consistency over time. So where he might not play
real well in some areas, I'm not going to get all down on him. Or when he
does real good things, I'm not going to get so overjoyed. You have to have
a steady keel about it. You've got to stay grounded, stay focused. He did
some good things. He did some things that were not so good and he's got
to get better, he's got to prove. Pat's got to be ready, Grant's (third-string
QB Grant Gregory) got to be ready and Severino's (fourth-string QB
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Anthony Severino) got to be ready."

On Ean Randolph's performance this season as a punt returner ... "It
breaks my heart, because here he does so well, and we keep getting a
facemask penalty or a block in the back and it's not because the guys
aren't trying. The effort's great, it's just very foolish. We've talked at
length about it. I've said 'how many times are we going to do this?' Pour
in and we'd be leading the country easy, if we weren't so foolish. "Now I
knew you could do this, you've been doing it all spring", that's why I put
him on a scholarship, and I feel real bad for him cause the guy could be
leading the nation."

On the emotion of the FIU game ... "I seemed very emotional? I'm
drained, I'm tired.  I gave everything I've got, to try and see if we could
win a game. I'm tired, emotionally tired and exhausted."

On the USF defense in the fourth quarter ... "That's as big as it gets. We
tell our guys 'never quit, ever, ever'. You play 'til the end. You don't know
what might happen, you know. Play 'til the end."

On the possibility of making changes after the first two games ... "I
really don't know. We'll have to wait and look at film and we're going to
try and play our best people. We're going to try and correct what we do
on special teams. We took Ilia (Petrov) out, we put (Delbert) Alvarado in.
We made that change at punter, other changes we make whenever."

On the different combinations at offensive line ... "Thed Watson was
out, Marc Dile could only play the right side, with his knee. We have who
we have, we have who we have. We're struggling a little bit. It's obvious,
Ben Williams, what a great job he's doing. Tell that first down wasn't
huge? Huge. They kept asking me, I mean, Matt (Grothe) on the 'boot, I
want him running, I didn't want him to slide down, but he didn't want to
have a fumble and I wanted to keep the ball in the quarterback's hands
at the end with what we were going to do on fourth down and we had a
lot of options, so I just said 'We'll run this out'. Get the first down. How
'bout that. We're fortunate. The guys blocked."

Opening statement ... "Instead of boring you with stuff, I'll just ask if you
have any questions, and then we can get right to the point. You don't
need to hear me rambling about anything."

On the running game and whether USF will try to pass more to offset
its personnel losses in the backfield ... "Well, I don't know who's going
to run with the ball, but one of our guys got 80-something yards rushing
last game. It just so happened to be our quarterback. But we're going to
run with our quarterback some just like we run with our running backs.
But we've got to find a way to run the ball. I think it would be very, very
difficult to think that we can sit back there and throw it all the time."

On whether Matt Grothe will still start at quarterback ... "Yes, yeah,
Matt will start this week but we'll try to keep all four (quarterbacks)
ready. I know that I include all four of them (Grothe, Pat Julmiste, Grant
Gregory, and Anthony Severino), but I really mean that. Pat, certainly will
be right in there, and then Grant and Severino. But Matt will start."

On whether he's concerned with the field goal kicking position being
0-5  ... "Yes, but you know I don't go back to last year, because there were
some other things that were maybe a hindrance. But I am. We've got to

go and hit field goals. That is important, and I think Mike (Benzer) knows
he's got to hit it. He's trying, but you know, after a while you have to do
something. If it continues to not be good you have to do something."

On the possibility of continuing to play UCF ... "Well I think just because
of the location of two schools, it's natural. It's there anyway, as far as get-
ting a rivalry going, I think it's already there, let's be honest. The schools
are not separated by that much, they're pretty close. Both schools are
trying to build, trying to build a program, so that part is naturally there.
How many Florida schools are you going to play? We've played Miami,
Central Florida, Florida International, and FAU (Florida Atlantic
University), and where are you going to go with all of it? I don't know,
that's something that I'm unsure of, and how that's all going to work out."

On crossing paths with UCF on the recruiting trail and how much win-
ning Saturday's game will be ... "I think so, I think it's important. I don't
think it's the only thing that's important. I mean, I don't want to talk for
recruits, but I think that recruits will look at a lot of things. I think that
this game is one of them, to measure where things are at, but I think that
they will also look at a lot of things. There are a lot of variables in the
recruiting process, a lot of things, a lot of things that I think families look
at, and a young man looks at. An opportunity to play at his position, what
conference your in, how you do, not only in this game but other games,
I think that the game is real important, but you also have the season, and
there are a lot of games to be played, and this is just one game. It is an
important game; I recognize that, but there a lot of games. Both team's,
regardless of what happens on Saturday, have to find a way to make sure
that the focus is on the conference race. Both schools want to win con-
ference championships and want to get into bowl games, and those kinds
of things, so with that being said the game is important."

On whether losing a game to Miami is less damaging than losing a game
to UCF because of the programs being more equal ... "I'm not sure, I
don't know really, I haven't thought about it that much. I want to win all
games that we play."

On whether there is something to lose by playing a certain team and
whether that enters into a decision to play a specific opponent ... "No,
I don't think that way. I always go into a game hoping to win; I don't think
about anything else, I really don't. I don't sit there and think if we lose
this game or we lose this game, what would that do to the program. I
never think like that and never will. I always go after the game and stay
positive and optimistic."

On the penalties during the punting game ... "Well, our guys have been
pretty aggressive, that's for sure. The efforts been there, and that's good.
It hasn't been just one guy. We certainly have to stop, but we don't want
to lose our aggressiveness now, but we don't want to get penalties. We
point them out on film, we show it to them, but the bottom line is that
we have to stop, or it's going to cost you like it did last game, quite a bit."

On Matt Grothe possibly being out of synch with his receivers against
FIU ... "Well Matt and Taurus (Johnson) were in synch, so that was good.
The other guys, I don't know. We had a couple of drops when the ball is
thrown well. A couple of times there was a breakdown between the two.
It probably happens when this is Matt's second game that he has played
in college, so it's probably not to bad for having a two-game tenure."

On scheduling a BCS of non-BCS team ... "I don't necessarily think that
comes into play. We have them scheduled for not only this year but two
more years. That's as many years as we have anybody schedule other than
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the conference teams. We have a four-year deal and that's quite a few
years."

On the benefit of playing UCF ... "Probably financially, everybody would
look at it, you don't have to travel too far. You don't have to get on an air-
plane. The crowd is probably going to be a pretty good crowd. It will be
important for both schools, the excitement there, I think for the alumni,
the fans."

On whether there is anything to gain, from a football and coaching
perspective, from the two schools playing ... "Well sure, if you win the
football game you should gain quite a bit. It's another win. It's another
win towards a bowl game. You'd like to win, that part is pretty exciting.
You work so hard, the challenge of it all, that parts kind of fun."

On whether the players a feeling more hyped to play UCF as opposed
to a McNeese State ... "Well, I don't think that there is any question
about that. I think that those are the things that you get concerned about
with playing a team like McNeese. Since you prepare for those two
(McNeese State and FIU), and even though McNeese is a pretty good I-AA
team, I don't know how they did last week but I think they are a pretty
good I-AA team. Now you're playing against a team that is supposed to win
Conference USA, we never won Conference USA, and they're picked to
win the conference. I know that they are picked ahead of us and every-
thing, right now, and probably should be because they did very well last
year. They have a lot of people back and we have a young team. So most
people would put them in the drivers seat, at there place, the whole
deal."

On how much control he has in the scheduling ... "Doug (USF Athletic
Director Doug Woolard) and I talk about it, I get involved with it, and we
discuss it. Certainly the athletic director is the one that makes the final
decision, but talks to me about different things at different times."

On whether there are any bad reasons to play UCF ... "I don't think that
if there were a lot of bad reasons, I don't think we would have gone four
games. I mean we scheduled them four years, I keep saying that."

On whether USF is required to play UCF ... "You will have to ask Doug
(USF Athletic Director Doug Woolard) that. I don't know all of the admin-
istration details about all of those things. He just talks to me about
scheduling and those things. But we scheduled them for four years. I don't
think we scheduled them for four years in the State of Florida."

On whether he feels UCF is worthy of being in a BCS Conference ...
"Well there pretty good. I don't make those decisions. I think they are a
pretty dang good team, a pretty good team."

On healthy a traditional rivalry would be with UCF ... "It could. We have
them (UCF) four years in a row so we'll se how it plays out. It could."

On whether he would like to see the USF vs. UCF game become like
Florida-Florida State or Florida State-Miami ... "Well that depends on
the media and television and those kinds of things. Will there be 85 or
90,000 people at the game? I don't know. We'll have to wait and see. I
think it will be a pretty good crowd though."

On Ricky Ponton, Josh Julmiste, and Jackie Chambers being suspend-
ed indefinitely for a violation of team rules and whether they would
play on Saturday ... "They are not going to play on Saturday."

On whether there is more at stake playing UCF now that USF is in the
BIG EAST ..."There is a lot at stake always. Is there a lot because you are
in the BIG EAST? In perception, maybe, but there is always a lot at stake.
I'm excited about playing. It's such a challenge, such a challenge. They're
a very good football team. They've certainly shown it, and it is a real
challenge for our guys to go there and play. A great challenge."

On what grabs his attention about UCF's program ... "They are doing a
whole bunch of things. They have a new facility. They have an indoor
(facility). I've never been in an indoor down here, down South. We had
one up in Kansas. They're building a stadium, and doing all of those dif-
ferent things. They seem to be working pretty hard at it. They won a
bunch of games last year, a bunch of games last year, and played for a
championship (Conference USA) and went to a bowl game.

"Well, I don't know for a freshman or a sophomore or
a junior or a senior. Let's just not say 'for a freshman.' Just say Matt's done
some really good things. He had a lot of dropped balls today and there's
a lot a short passes that Matt could have thrown a lot better. The
receivers got so tired, and Matt, I think got so tired. He ran so much. And
you know what I'm so proud of? I was so proud of Pat Julmiste. Because
he was in there and he was ready to go, and I think he would have done
so good today. But what I was so proud of him, was he was in Matt's cor-
ner. He was right there encouraging him. And that's hard…I mean it's not
hard, it's the way it's supposed to be. The guys know they can't win as
individuals. They know they have to win as a team. We really talk about
having one heartbeat out there, and we really talked about being close.
When you get attacked, you really close your ranks, and you kind of look
at each other and you love each other. We know we've got a way to go.
We know we've got a young team. We've got guys that are playing that
never played college football. And they're trying really hard. We've got a
way to go, I recognize that. We're not a great team right now. But we're
trying, we're really trying."

On comeback wins ... "I don't know about the other weeks, I'm just think-
ing about today. That's a dang good football team we were facing today.
In a 10-7 ball game, that's a good football team. Good football teams, 10-
7, I didn't have any problem with that really. I knew it was going to be a
60-minute ball game. We had our shot…darn on that last (UCF) drive we
had our (defensive) chances. That just shows Moffett is a senior who's
really battling. Give him a lot of credit."

USF’s timeout on fourth down in the fourth quarter ... "We just want-
ed our guys to make sure our guys lined up right. To do it right."

On the blocked punt ... "How do you handle adversity? You play. You play
hard."

On postgame run to the fans ... "The way this program's been attacked
and ripped, that's been disappointing and unfairly. I was disappointed in
that. I just wish people would be honest. If things start getting personal,
things start getting out of whack, their not honest, their not objective,
then I get real disappointed. And it's wrong. It's absolutely wrong. But you
can't control what some people in the media write, because I don't have
the last ink. I'm not the guy that writes. You just have to keep your mouth
shut and you just go out and work. That's the thing that's hard. And for
10-11 years, I've been so open about different things. I've been the most
open guy in America. Then all of the sudden things are unfair, their
wrong. So, I guess it was kind of emotional. The love that I have for peo-
ple here that came and saw us play. The love for the people I have in
Tampa and St. Pete and around the area. I wouldn't have wanted to coach

the University of South Florida if I didn't love where I live and the people
I'm around. There's been opportunities to go other places, make more
money, and the bottom line is I've got the best job in the country because
I love where I live. You got your family. My family has to read things like
that. You got your mom and dad. 'Why do they write things like that,'
'Mom, don't worry about it. It's okay, that's the way it is.' They know the
truth. So you've just got to believe the truth. The truth. And I'm big about
that."

On the plan to use Eand Randolph more on offense ... "He's got a lot of
skill. He has a lot of talent. Marcus (Edwards) was the one I thought we
wanted to get him catching. We've got to get our receivers lined up.
We're really busting there. How about the great play by Amarri Jackson,
throwing the ball? The primary guy wasn't open, so boom, throw to the
next guy in the post, the skinny post. He didn't throw the ball real well,
but how about Amp (Hill) going to get the ball?"

On Ean Randolph’s game winning reception possibly being redemption
for an earlier drop ... "I don't think Ean thinks that way. What, do you
think I want to catch this because I want to redeem things? I think he
wants to catch it because he wants to win this football game and catch
the ball. He dropped one. He's tired. He's so tired, he's worn out."

On rotating defensive linemen ... "We had to. We had guys who were
really hurting, really struggling today."

On concerns with the running game ... "It's tough. But I thought Walt
Smith had a real good run at the end. He stretched the defense and found
a crease. Ben Williams, what a great guy. A walk-on. Those guys are bat-
tling. It's who we have right now. Moise (Plancher) has an ACL, and as the
whole world knows, Ricky's (Ponton) out for some games. That's where
we're at. That's just where we're out."

On whether there was a different feeling with the win over UCF ... "It's
emotional because of the things I said earlier. I get fed up with it some-
times. And I don't have any right to say those things to be honest with
you. I'm letting my emotion override good judgment. What I should say
is…not say a dang word, which is what I'll do after I leave here. I talk too
much. That was my problem for 10 years. Just keep your mouth shut and
coach your team. Let things go, and just do what you know is right, with
everything you do, do what is right. You have to live that way."

On whether the emotion of the win sent him to the fames ... "I would
run in there any way. Whenever we win a game, it's emotional. We've had
three emotional wins. I was real proud of the crowd.  They were loud.
They would say U-C-F and then we said something. You could hear them
all around the stadium. I was proud of our fans. And let me tell you some-
thing, honestly, that's a darn good football team. I don't know how they're
going to do in Conference USA. We'll see. It's a pretty good conference.
The Big East is pretty good. You guys saw West Virginia play. We're going
to have to play a little bit better, we know that, to have a shot at beat-
ing anybody."

On the play by Chris Robinson at the end ... "That last play was a great
play. On a lot of plays earlier, he got his butt kicked. He got brought down
to his knees. But on the last play, we had the (UCF) timeout. He had some
energy and he got around it. Lord, that's the second time we had a fourth
and four and fourth and six at the end of a game, isn't it? Unbelievable."

On what three comebacks do for a team’s confidence level ... "I don't
know. I'm about to have a heart attack. It doesn't do a dang thing for me.
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I knew it was going to be that way today. I knew it was going to go 60
minutes. When we were up 17-10, I knew right when they had the ball…
I was on the phone with (offensive coordinator) Rod (Smith), I said Rod
'get ready to go back and score here. Go back and score. People are tired.
I thought it was going to be a real offensive battle in the second half,
because both defenses were tired. People were out there just hanging
on."

Opening statement ... "We had a good practice last night, the guys
worked hard. The University of Kansas is a very good team. They're very
big. Their offensive line is huge. They have an outstanding quarterback,
their running backs are very good, there receivers are big. They're
impressive on offense. On defense, their front four is by far the best front
four that we'll have faced. Their linebackers are outstanding, and their
secondary is good. Their defense is awfully good. They went to a bowl
game the past few years and we're going into their place - Memorial Field
- in Lawrence, Kansas, on their turf, against a very good Big 12 team. It
just keeps getting tougher. The challenges are getting a lot tougher every
week. Our team's going to have to play with great effort, but we need to
play awful smart, and not make the mistakes we've been making. We
won't have a chance to win if we make the mistakes we've been making,
like certainly the punt and those things, the turnovers. We need to sure
a lot of those things up, or we'll have a hard time this weekend. It's quite
a challenge. We're excited about it, I am, and I think our players are it'll
be a real challenge."

On how quarterback Matt Grothe has developed in his three collegiate
games ... "Well, you know, I think he's doing a good job. I think he's prob-
ably handling things pretty well. He goes out and competes. He's made
enough mistakes that he knows that he still needs to get better, and that
he has a way's to go. He has as good family who I'm sure has taught him
humility, which is very important. He knows that it takes a lot of people
to make anything happen, and I think he understands that. Matt knows
that he has to work extremely hard to get where he or anybody else
needs to get to. We'll try to make sure that he doesn't slow down on how
hard he works, so I think he's done ok with that."

On whether he is concerned that the team is slow to get into gear until
the second half of the game, or encouraged that the team finds a way
to win after being down early ... "Well I like the positive part of what
you said, that the fact that we have been able to compete and finish
games, and compete throughout, I think is really important. We don't go
out there intentionally and want to not do well. You know last game,
we've had moments - the last few games - we were down 7-0 against FIU
(Florida International) and Ean (Randolph) returns a punt all the way, we
answered back right away. We're kind of just banging. We're a young team
that's out there just trying to find a way. You know the last game (against
UCF), that was a pretty good team, in that environment, they we a team
that was looking for us for a year, the crowd, everything. That was a pret-
ty tough challenge."

On the status of USF's running game ... "The guys are doing the best
they can. B. (Benjamin) Williams, Walt (Smith), and (Keeley) Dorsey has-
n't played a lot lately. Our quarterback has been running real well, so that
part is good. Would we like to have a running back get a lot of yards also,
yes, it would be nice, but I can't tell you if it is going to happen or not.
They do run the ball in practice, they work hard, and we're trying to do
the best we can with that. Would I like to have the running backs have a

lot more yards, sure."

On whether he expects to cut back on the quarterback draws with the
amount of rushes per game ... "Well, those are things that I can't answer
really. All those things are in our offense. We're probably like anything
else, we're going to try to do what we can to move the ball, and get first
downs, whatever it is. Right now the quarterback's been running the ball
a little bit. It may not this week, I don't know. We have it all ready and
then we just see how teams play us. You have a plan, you look at film,
you kind of feel that this and that should work, and sometime it does and
sometimes it doesn't. You have to adjust during the game to see what's
working."

On how much of an advantage it is that Matt Grothe was an option
quarterback in high school in terms of getting familiar with USF's
offense ... "That has helped him, because he did run a similar offense in
high school. The game in high school, you still have to get people to
block. As far as comparing levels, there's junior high, high school, and
college, it's all comparable as far as the level of people that you're play-
ing, that you're going up against. Matt running this offense I think helps
him. We're different than what he did in high school, but there are simi-
larities, that part I think helps him." 

On his reaction to Matt Grothe winning BIG EAST Conference Offensive
Player of the Week ... "I think he deserved it. It was a challenging game
(the UCF game) and he did some good things so I'm not going to sit here
and say that he doesn't deserve it. I don't probably make as a big a thing
out of it as I probably should, and usually it's because I want him to stay
grounded. Because their will be enough attention. He's going to get
enough attention. I didn't ever announce it, I really didn't even know until
last night (Monday night). I'm sure John (Sports Information Director John
Gerdes) told me, I probably just didn't think about it. I haven't even told
the team yet, but I'm sure that everybody knows. I am cautious, he's a
young guy. I think he'll be fine, I think he's ok because he's so grounded.
He knows. He understands work - all our guys do - and that helps. We're
not going to have a shot if we don't lay our hearts and souls on the field.
I've never had a team that couldn't do any less than that. So I think they
understand that."

On the public perception of playing and possibly beating teams from
conferences like the Big 12 and the ACC as opposed to a win over UCF
...  "Kansas is very good, let me tell you something, if you only saw on
film. Their defense, their offense, they are very good. Our guys have seen
the film, and they realize that this is another step. It's a different deal.
Central Florida had the other emotional aspect of it all. The proximity of
schools that I talked about last week, that people want to make a rival-
ry, and I would say just because of the locations, it's natural like that.
This is a very good football team. They can run. The defensive front can
run, they're strong, and their linebackers can really run. They're used to
playing the other team's in the Big 12. They're used to that kind of level
and play. That's probably the difference between some of the confer-
ences. You see all the I-AA's knocking off some very good I-A teams, but
can you do it week-in-and-week-out in these major conferences? That's
another deal. Our guys understand that this is a different situation and
that we're going to have to raise our level of play. You can't make mis-
takes. We've made mistakes the first three games and have found a way
to win. You're not going to do that against teams of this caliber. You just
won't, you won't have success."
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On any one moment that stands out in his mind after playing against
Kansas as a player at Missouri or coaching Kansas State ... "It was a
great challenge every time we played them, a great challenge. I've come
away from this stadium with some wins and losses, and it's always tough,
it's always been a hard fought game, as a player and as a coach. Mark
Mangino does a very god job. He's a tough competitor. They're going to be
ready to play. They've had an extra day, you know, they played on Friday
night. For coaches it's good, you get an extra day of film and for players
you get an extra day of rest because you're sore and all of that stuff. It's
always been tough, tough games." 

On how important it is to go on the road and get on the scoreboard
first  ... "I'd always like to have a lead, whether it's at home or on the
road, or anywhere. People talk about on the road because you want to
take the crowd out of the game. I always like to start off fast. We
haven't, it's not because we don't want to. But whatever the circum-
stances of a game - whatever happens - you have to deal with it and you
have to adjust. If you get a lead you have to fight all the way through. So
I think it's important to try to play well all the way through. Things hap-
pen and you have adversity in everything in every game. I haven't been,
hardly in any games where there hasn't been any adversity. You've got to
deal with it, however it comes, because it's going to come. Every game
it's going to come."

On Trae Williams's interceptions being because the offense doesn't
want to challenge Mike Jenkins or because Trae is making all the plays
... "I think it's because Trae works extremely hard. People have chal-
lenged both sides. Last game Mike was challenged just as much as Trae.
I think it's just Trae working so hard in practice. He's hard on himself. He
tries to be the very best he can be, and I just think that is his work ethic
that makes those plays. But I think they challenge both sides. I haven't
seen them go to one side or the other more than the other."

On whether this is a game to worry about coming off an emotional win
and then having the BIG EAST opener on Sept. 29 ... "Again, like I said
last week, I don't worry to much. There's enough there - in my brain - I
can't do those things that. I can't worry about this and that. I just sit here
and think so much about the team that we're playing, I can't think about
other things. Then you sit there and think what if this happens, what if
that happens. I don't even think about those things. You just try to get
your guys ready as best you can, and go out and try to play as hard as you
possibly can, and focus on your team. Try to get them ready to go, and
hopefully the leadership of your team - and this is always critical - the
coaches work hard, but the leadership of your team is important. You go
out and play, go out and play. I already told you this is tough. I under-
stand how good Kansas is. They went into Toledo, they had the game won,
Toledo's a good football team, in their backyard at night, and had a whole
bunch of opportunities to win. This is a good football team. This is a great
challenge, great challenge. I don't think about the next game, all I'm
thinking about is Kansas. The next games we play, they're all good.
There's going to be enough challenges all the way though. I'd be sick if I
started thinking to far ahead with all the good teams we're facing."

On whether he's looking at doing anything special to put the game on
KU's freshman quarterback's (Kerry Meier) shoulders or stay with their
usual defensive plan ... "I think for the most part, anybody we play,
we're always going to try to stop the running game the best we can. Now
they run with their quarterback quite a bit and he's very good, he's very
fast. He reminds me a lot of the quarterback at Arkansas. He gets out
there and when he goes you just can't catch him. This guy can run. So,
you know, that's going to be tough, because he can throw, he can run,

they have good running backs, they can run the ball well. We always want
to try to stop the run and stop the big play, those two things are always
important, and we have work to do there. We've got to get better."

Ben Williams getting over 100 yards rushing that's real-
ly good. Matt (Quarterback Matt Grothe) is healing right now. But how
about this, Terry Caulley only had 38 yards rushing. That is the key.
Donald Brown had 106 on us last year I think that's the kid that did. Allen
(UConn running back Lou Allen), no, it was Allen had five yards. This game
our guys really wanted to play well and play hard. We worked very hard
this week and I'm really proud of them. We talked a lot about North
Carolina. North Carolina is a very good football team. I know people will
say they aren't but they have got a lot of talent. We're going to have to
play extremely well to have a chance. We know that. We're proud of our
football team. We're proud of our players and I think they're really work-
ing, they are trying. I thought Matt (Grothe) did a real good job. They

told me Matt's leg was more serious than it obviously was. I thought he
was out. Then they said he was going to come back. I said, well, that's a
pretty good medical staff. 

On having to put in Pat Julmiste in place of Matt Grothe because of his
foot injury ... "I told Rod (USF offensive coordinator Rod Smith) don't
hand cuff him. Just run our offense. And he ran the ball pretty dang well.
He went for a couple, what if he might have broke loose. He's a very big
running back now. What I told Rod was run your offense, don't do anything
different. Wide open, let's go. Just run what you would normally run with
Matt. 

On the importance of not making any turnovers ... "It's huge, I mean it's
huge. The turnovers is probably the main stat that I go by. I don't go by
possession time, not much. I really don't go by rushing offense or passing
offense a whole lot. I go with the turnovers, that is a big one. Penalties
is big. Doesn't look like it, but it is. But then again I thought a couple of
the pass interference calls, I don't know. I guess I'll look at the film. I
mean if those were pass interference calls then what about the interfer-
ence call in the end zone in the Rutgers game on Amp. That's how I'm
thinking. Amp was yanked and tosseled. The consistency is all lost, that's
all. Here's how they got that one touchdown. We got sacked, ended up
being an interference call, that's a difference of 30 yards. It would have
been third and long or something and our guys are coming, ended up
being the other way around. I know officials do the best they can. I have
to go back and look at film and see what was going on."

On getting back on the winning track and building on the UConn win
... "I hope so. We've had two real tough losses. We could have easily won
the Kansas game. You saw how close it was. And Rutgers, we go into over-
time. The onside kick, it was so close. I hope we'll build some more men-
tally. We have got to get better, we have to improve a lot of areas.

Opening statement ... "Going back over the last game, probably some of
the keys of the game were the fact that our defense held their running
game down like they did. I thought the fact that Caulley (UConn tail back
Terry Caulley) only had about 30-40 yards rushing and Allen (UConn run-
ning back Lou Allen) had only about five yards rushing. I thought the fact
that we held their run offense down was really pretty good, it forced
them into a one-dimensional game, throwing. Of course we had a lead,
which helped there a little bit, too. It put them in a tougher position to
have to pass all time. Certainly the balance we had in offense was awful
good. I thought our blocking a punt early in the game was big with John
Murphy off the left edge. We have got some work to do in our kick off
team certainly, and our kickoff return team. We're pretty disappointed
with those two groups. Penalties, you know, we were disappointed with
some of the calls, I didn't think were good calls but a couple of them
were. We addressed it yesterday, as we play better teams we're going
have to be better in that area. Matt played well; I thought he did some
good things. Ben Williams really played well. Offensive line probably
played as good as they have played this year. Hopefully we get people
back healthy start getting some continuity. It's really hard when you don't
have continuity with your group, with the offensive linemen. Our
receivers continued to catch the balls pretty well. We've had some drops
this year that have hurt us certainly, you know that, but you know, we
have a chance to have a good football team. I think that we are under
the radar a little bit, but I think we have a chance to have a good foot-
ball team. We lost a couple of close games that really could have gone
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our way. The game with Kansas, certainly, we had a chance to win that
one. And we certainly had a chance to beat Rutgers. Taken overtime, at
home in overtime doesn't mean we would have won, but it would have
been fun to see.” 

On North Carolina ... "North Carolina is a good football team. I say it
every week about whoever we play but I've watched them and they
played against a pretty good Clemson team at Clemson, they played at
Virginia Tech who was ranked top 10 in the country at the time. They
played at Miami. Miami's a pretty good football team. They have played
some good people. They're going be at home, we have got to go to their
place and it's going to be a little challenge. We're excited about playing
them, excited about the opportunity. We know it's going to be exciting.
We'll play a team that is going to play certainly at their best. We're excit-
ed about it, excited about going to play at Carolina. We'll see how we do."

On the start of the week’s practices ... "We had a good night of prac-
tice last night (Monday), we went full out, guys were pretty focused,
pretty quiet. I didn't hear a lot, didn't hear a lot of anything. They were
just out there practicing. We need a real good practice today, then
tomorrow. It's a noon game, it's going to be important for us to be ready
to go at noon."

On whether he happy with the progress of such a young team ... "Yes,
I am. I said from the beginning that I really like this group of guys. They
understand we have a ways to go. They understand that we have to get
a lot better in the kicking game a lot better offensively and defensively.

We've been kind of banged up a little bit
this year, but he's out there, still fighting, battling, and does some good
things. He really does. I've been happy with Allen, how he's played."

On the progression of the running game having to do with the per-
formance of Benjamin Williams ... "I think it is not only that, I think it's
our offensive line. It's a big part of it. Now I'm not taking anything away
from Ben Williams, he did a good job, he broke a lot of tackles, ran
through a lot of people. But Ben's been running hard from the beginning.
And Ben hasn't slowed down since day one, that's why he's in there. But
the offensive line is starting to get a little bit of continuity and get going
a little bit, I think that's been as big as anything. They have got to play
better all of the time, and play better.

"No not really. We just go out and everybody just gets hit. It's football,
it's a sport where you hit and keep going."

On Amarri Jackson as a back up punt returner ... "Good, he's been doing
really good. I've been happy with him all year this year. I think he's play-
ing better consistently this year than he did last year. I think he is just
more steady."

On whether Matt Grothe has shown different qualities than expected
now that he's starting ... "It's like anything, anybody playing, the more
you play, the more experience the more things you see, your decision
making is going to hopefully be better as you go through the year. I think
he's doing an awfully good job, doing a very good job."

On Grothe's third touchdown where he pump-faked the defender,
spun 360-degrees and ran to the left side of the end zone ... "It was
smart, you had people in the middle, probably didn't want to run through
them, probably wanted to run away from the people who are going to
tackle you.

On whether Matt Grothe's passing accuracy will open the running game
a little bit and have that aspect become more of a threat ... "You love
to be able to it hand off. You're going to get tired after awhile of going
and running all of the time. Probably most quarterbacks - I played quar-
terback, I wasn't very good - I threw a lot of interceptions, but I didn't
want to hand the ball off. I wanted to throw it or run it. I wanted to kind
of hang on to the ball. If you hand off, it's kind of good to, every once in
awhile, to let somebody else get some carries probably not a bad thing
to do.  Kind of put the ball in other people's hands every once in awhile
can't always keep it. Is it going to make us better? Yes. Probably if we can
have more balance with different people getting the ball. Whether it's
reverses or handing it off or throwing it or whatever. Probably help us out
a little bit." 

On spreading the offense ... "We do what we do. We try to get a first
down. If we get a first down, that's great. If we can get a second first
down, that's even, probably, better, and if we get a third first down,
we're really smoking and if we get enough of those things, we're going to

Opening statement ... "I was disappointed in a number of things, one is
dropping the punt was disappointing, and Amarri (Jackson) knows he can't
do that. Missing the extra point, a field goal, you can't do that. That's
really what hurts us. I thought after we went up and scored in the third
quarter, for our defense to allow them to drive all of the way down and
score, that was disappointing. I thought the real key to the game,
because Carolina was right back in it, was our offense using 10 minutes
on the clock and going down and putting us in field goal position. Then
when (Delbert) Alvarado hit it (field goal), man, I thought at that point
we had a chance to win, because there were three scores separation. You
allow a team with a little bit of energy and some momentum and they
get going, you can't sometimes stop it. There's not a thing you can do
about it. So that was my biggest concern. I was happy with the kickoff
team, they did look better, because I know their kickoff is outstanding
and we really worked hard all week working against their kickoff team.
They were averaging 13.7 yards on their kickoff and we really wanted to
run right at them. I don't know what our return average was I think it was
better than 13.7. We almost hit a couple of creases, we came very close.
Our kickoff team, I thought, ran down and did a lot better. I was really
disappointed in how they did against Connecticut and we worked
extremely hard on it this week. I thought they did pretty good. Punt
team, they had dual safeties, which was very smart on their behalf, and
they did a good job, and a guy almost broke it. That was a tough situa-
tion. We didn't have Marcus Edwards today, he maybe could have played,
but we are more cautious than anything else. Ean Randolph still isn't full
strength. Jake Griffin is still out with a broken foot. But we brought him
along so we could get more treatment on his this weekend. We pulled the
cast off and I made him put a shoe on during the game. But we are hop-
ing we can get Jake back for Cincinnati. We need him. But we have got
a ways to go. We are doing some good things, but we have got to get bet-
ter on defense and on offense, on everything."

On getting out and taking control of the game ... "In the third quarter
we scored the first two times that the ball, I believe. And that was real
big. We talked a lot about the second half today. We really felt like the
second half today was going to be pivotal and really felt like we needed
to get out and really play. I thought the guys responded pretty well. I'm
frustrated with not getting more sacks and not getting more pressure on
the quarterback. Their quarterback runs extremely well and has very nice
feet and he's hard to get down. He was probably their leading rusher. I'd
imagine if you looked at the stats, I bet he was."

You forget
that theses guys have not played for six weeks (due to suspension). It's
hard to come out in your first game, so I didn't have high expectations for

any of them. But hopefully they'll play a lot better next week, because
we're going to need them. Cincinnati is a good football team and we're
playing them at their place. That's going to be an absolute war. It really
will be. It's going to be physical, a war. We're going to have to play our
best game of the year to win. I promise you that. I know this football
team against Cincinnati is going to be a war."

On how big it was to see Ricky Ponton go over 10 yards in his first
game  ... "I didn't know he had over 100. I guess that's pretty good. It's
good when anyone gets over 100 yards."

On how important the two back-to-back interceptions were ... "They
were big, you can't turn the ball over, just like when Matt fumbled, and
that was rough. The fact that our defense held them out twice to getting
a touchdown was huge. It was right before the half. It still secures some
momentum." 

On what Ricky Ponton can improve on ... "Well, it's just like anything,
he can run better, I'm sure he's going to have to block better.

Those guys are now
able to play and get back into the flow of things. And we are able to play
with more guys because we really need it on this second stretch.

They've also lost to Ohio State at Ohio State, lost to Virginia Tech at
Virginia Tech - this is a very good football team we're playing and in com-
mand of a ball game. It will be a heck of a ball game. It will be a very
physical ball game and we've got our work cut out for us, a great chal-
lenge for us. I'm excited about it. Excited about it."

On playing at home vs. on the road ... "Well we lost to Kansas, that was-
n't very good.  We won in North Carolina, that was good. We won at
Central Florida, that was good. I don't think its road or home that has
anything to do with it really, that I see.

It's amazing
they didn't get points off that. But we're like everyone else in the coun-
try, the ball goes over your head, we tell them don't go back, you've got
to let it go. I don't know why he did that. He's done a lot of good things
for us, you've got to remember, he was a guy that just walked on and has
done some good things, so I don't want to destroy him. He just made a

bad decision there."

On the windy weather during the game (45 degrees at kickoff) ...
"Well, I thought it was kind of nice out here tonight. For me, I don't think
it was anything. They've just got a hell of a defense.  Give them credit.
They deserve it."

Opening statement ... "Just going over some things as I’ve done in the
past, obviously last week was ... we’ve never had an off-week so late in
the season as this year. It’s obviously good for all teams to rest a little bit
and kind of go back and look at different things and different parts of
their game. We did some recruiting, I got out and traveled quite a bit, all
our coaches did. I was concerned about how our guys would come back,
but they practiced real well yesterday—we went in the afternoon instead
of at night.  We’re back on schedule and we haven’t been back on sched-
ule in a while because we played on a Sunday night, our last game.
Cincinnati was a tough loss. Any loss is, we had momentum going, we had
some things going in and we just didn’t play good enough, Cincinnati did
and they beat us. The key is coming back out and getting going again and
playing good football. Playing fundamental good football. I was having a
lot of fun with this team. We were playing pretty well and doing a lot of
good things. I like what we’re doing offensively and defensively and with
the kicking game. We’re really trying.  It’s a pretty talented group, a lit-
tle young in some areas, but pretty talented. It’s kind of fun to watch
them grow and develop. “We know it’s a big challenge, Pittsburgh’s very
good, everybody knows that. It will be a great challenge. I’m excited for
it; I think our guys will play well Saturday. I think it will be a heck of a
football game. I’m excited to be getting out and playing again. I do not
like off-weeks personally because I’d much rather play. I watched some
college football a little bit, but we’re excited about this week.”

On the schedule and when the bye week comes ... “I don’t know. What
most coaches are going to do is say it’s good because it is when it is.  You
don’t really control all of it. I don’t do all the different bits and pieces
with the scheduling because you’ve got to go through the conference
office and go through a number of people. Scheduling is not what it used
to be when we started our program. I called up Kentucky Wesleyan and
said ‘will you pay $20,000 to come down here and play us, would you like
to play us’, they said ‘sure, why not.’ It’s a little different than that, my
point is that it happens to be what it is, so we end up making it a posi-
tive. Our guys went through eight weeks of football, we haven’t really
gone that long of a stretch without a break before. Last year, remember
we had a five weeks off. Five weeks of a season because of the hurri-
canes, so it’s a little different thing. But it’s what it is when you live in
Florida, you don’t always really know.”

On the team playing flat against Cincinnati ... “No, I don’t think we
were flat because it was 2-0 at halftime. Not everybody was flat. You
don’t end up with 2-0 … their defense was very good, and I think that
some people don’t know that Cincinnati does play pretty good defense.
They played some good teams. Ohio State’s a pretty good team, they
played them there and really played them pretty well if you go watch
that game, through the third quarter. Then they had Virginia Tech on the
ropes. It’s kind of an honor to play, in not only a BCS conference, but one
of the toughest right now. I don’t know what the BIG EAST will be next
year.  I don’t know what it’ll be the year after, but I know this year, at
this present time, this is one of the most powerful BCS conferences in the
country, I think everybody would have to say that and if you look at a lot
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of who people have played on the outside, you would have to say that.
So we felt like South Florida was moving pretty fast to go from
Independent to Conference USA to BCS conference, now we’re in one of
the most powerful BCS conferences in the country. So you’d better
change quickly, because that’s just the way it is. So my point is that
Cincinnati had a losing record I believe when we played them, but when
you really look at who they’ve played and what’s happened in those
games, they played Louisville, they had Louisville beat, they had Virginia
Tech beat, they played Ohio State all the way to the end on the road,
they won all of their other games. Pittsburgh was the one that they went
in there and beat them, Pittsburgh did a great job going in there and
beating them, shows you what Pittsburgh is. You look at Pittsburgh, one
of their only losses is Rutgers, pretty good, and they beat Pittsburgh.
Pittsburgh played Michigan State, which was their only loss.  Michigan
State had Notre Dame beat, right, we all saw that. So you can kind of look
at the whole thing and see these are some pretty good football teams.
And it’s exciting, it really is. To me it’s exciting, we’re right in the mid-
dle of one of the most powerful BCS conferences, it’s kind of neat and it
makes you really realize that you’re on the cutting edge really. That
part’s kind of neat.”

On status of program ... “I think that most people would say that we
have some talent.  Everybody would say that right now. That we are a
pretty talented team, I think that most people would say that we’ve still
got to get better in some areas. Offensively we’ve done some very good
things, our offense struggled last game. Part of it was us, part was
Cincinnati. You’ve got to realize when you go to somewhere and you go
to try and beat somebody, you’ve got to go grab that win. You’ve got to
go and take it.  You can play a real good game and lose. On the road, you
better go get that win and I don’t know if all our guys fully understood
that. I think a number of our guys did, but I don’t know if all of our guys
did. Unless you’ve been in those situations and you realize that you’ve
got to fight, scratch and claw for everything you get all the way through
all 60 minutes, it’s still going through the course of a tune-up. We just
couldn’t make a play. We couldn’t make a play on offense, couldn’t get
a turnover on defense and we tried on special teams, that didn’t work.
But it was fun to try, I was excited about it. I wasn’t excited that we did-
n’t make the first down, but I was excited that we tried. I thought it was
a pretty good time to do it.  We just couldn’t make a play and that’s part
of the deal.

On Pitt’s Tyler Palko ... “He’s pretty good. He moves so well with that
ball and he keeps the ball ready and he’s got that quick release. He’s con-
fident and he knows the field. He’s very good. I don’t know if there’s any-
one that we’ve faced that really compares. He’s pretty good.”

On what USF is going to have to do defensively to contain Tyler Palko
... “It’s going to test everybody on our defense. Certainly you need to
have a good pass rush and you need to be in the right areas. You’ve got
to do both, you’ve got to do a number of things to have a chance to slow
them down. He’s going to make some throws, he’s going to complete
some passes, there’s nothing you can do about that, but it’s going to have
to be the whole defense playing together.”

Opening statement ... "Just going back, I'll talk a bit about the last
game. I thought our defense played pretty well. The coaches decided to
give the defensive player of the week award to the whole defense, and I
thought that was appropriate because it was a complete effort. Matt
(quarterback Matt Grothe) got the offensive player of the week. Special
teams player of the week was Teachey (punter/kicker Justin Teachey)
with the plays that he made and the kick offs. It was a good win for us,
another conference win. Those conference wins are pretty valuable. We
have to work on Syracuse right away, started Sunday like we normally do.
We've been working on them pretty hard. Sunday night and certainly
Monday and practice last night, the guys did a good job. Then last night,
we worked for awhile, and certainly all day today. Syracuse is a very good
football team. I've watched them against Iowa and with West Virginia, the
score is not indicative of the game. If you watched the game, you'd know
what I'm talking about. Just watching against Louisville, they had
Louisville, they had them on the ropes, they could have gone up 10-noth-
ing at half time. They had another touchdown called back or otherwise
it's a one-touchdown game. It's the same; it's very similar to our game
with them, tied 3-3 at halftime. Pretty even teams. It's going to be a heck
of a football game, I know that. And we are going to have to. I know I
same the same thing every week, pretty much, but it really is the truth.
Their quarterback is very big, he has a quick release, he knows the
offense, and he can throw a great ball. Their offensive line has got some
awfully good players. The offensive line, they use their tight ends a lot.
Running backs are doing very well, and the receivers have caught come
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great balls, some great throws. He can be so precise. Their defense is big,
really big. They will come get you, and do some awfully good things. The
kicker has done a real good job. The punter has done a very good job.
Their kicking game is good. They've beaten some good teams. They beat
Illinois at Illinois. They beat Wyoming, and Wyoming has beaten some
pretty good teams. They are a good football team. It should be a heck of
a ball game. It's going to be a real challenge for us, that's for sure.
Practice today, I'm a little concerned about the rain and the weather. We
really need to get out there and go. It's a real important day to practice,
real important day. This is our work day. We get out in full pads and go
to work today. I mean, every day is our work day for us, our guys worked
pretty hard last night. Today is really important. So we need to get out
and really have a good practice today.  I think it's really important that
we practice well today.

On quarterback Matt Grothe's foot ... "I think its fine. But I'm not the
doctor. He's kind of had some foot problems all along. He kind of runs
interesting anyway. I expect him to be fine, but we prepare Pat (back-up
quarterback Pat Julmiste). Pat has worked hard and Grant (number three
QB Grant Gregory) and Anthony (number four QB Anthony Severino). I've
said from the beginning that I like all four of our quarterbacks. They all
get reps. They're all expected to be ready to go."

On offensive and quarterback ... "We're going to be tested there is no
question about that. Our offensive line is going to have to play well, very
well, for us to win this football game. We talked about it, too (at prac-
tice). It's important."

On injuries in the lineup and the lineup rotation on the offensive line
... "We had Jay Griffin out. That was one reason we settled in, those were
the ones who were healthy. We've got about seven or eight guys who can
play. Danny Tolley was really hurt all of last summer and through all of
camp, so that really put him behind. Jared Carnes does some good things,
but he just hasn't done enough good things. Then you have Jay Griffin.
Those are the guys we trust. That's it. We don't have anyone else we are
banking on. So we hope to get Jay back going, it's a process, it's not easy.
We need him to get back, it's important." 

On linebacker Stephen Nicholas ... "He's done a great job. He's a
tremendous athlete and a great leader.

On Trae Williams ... "Trae Williams is really special. He works very, very
hard. He is a tremendous corner, he makes a lot of plays and he works
hard in practice.

On seniors … "They are a great group. They all work hard. It's not a real
big group, but boy it's a good group.

This team can play with anybody in the country; there isn't any question
about that.

I didn't sleep a lot last night because I've been
thinking about practice today. I kept thinking about the different things
that this team does. I really want to have a good practice today, that's all
I've really been thinking about. I really haven't thought about anything
else. I really mean it."

Opening statement ... Opening statement … "I know that some people
probably haven't been happy with our kicking game, that's too bad. We've
worked hard on it but it was nice to see (USF kicker Delbert) Alvarado hit
a couple of pretty long field goals and I really appreciate his 'staying with
it' and having him not give up and not quit and not listen to anybody and
to stay steady and stay focused because that's what it takes. I thought our
pooch-punt at the end was outstanding, putting the ball at the three-yard
line, I thought that was great. I thought the punt with (USF punter Justin)
Teachey at the end of the game was a tremendous punt they did a good
job there.

We really
thought we were going to block on the second one, we have got to do
better there.

The
kicking game has been real important and we need to continue to build
and do well there. I thought our defense played an excellent game except
for one series. They had seven sacks, the number of turnovers, I thought
that was outstanding. Our defense is really playing. Stephen Nicholas is
just taking over games. He's a force out there, but I don't want to single
him out, but we know those guys are playing pretty hard. Offensively we
did some good things, but we were really ugly at times. I was really dis-
appointed with our offense, when we got down to the four and we fum-
bled. We get good field position and then miss a wide open receiver down
the sideline; we just really tried to let them back in the game.  We were
fortunate that our defense came up with some really big plays. Overall it
was a good win.  Syracuse is a good football team.  It was a good win to
get and we're excited about playing Louisville next Saturday. They are an
awfully good football team and we're excited to play them.

On Delbert Alvarado's 56-yard field goal ... “I knew he had a good leg,
obviously. I knew he could kick a long way. The snaps weren't very good,
but I thought (USF holder Anthony) Severino did a good job of getting the
ball down. It was a tough decision. The coaches almost talked me in to
the field goal at the end, on the 40, the first one, because I had thought
about pooching it in there. I heard "field goal" and I thought, 'what the
heck, let's go for it.' He hit it, and he missed the next one. He made it by
a little bit. It was a bad snap, the hold got there late. Can you imagine
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what he would have done if he just would have had two steaks before the
match? Cinderella Man (the movie). Remember that, when he said, "what
do you think I would do on an empty stomach, if I just had two steaks?”

On offensive penalties ... “They are very frustrating. I don't like it. I
wish we didn't have penalties. There were a few that I would question
whether they should be called. One time (Josh) Julmiste rolls, one of our
guys hit him and he rolled. He wasn't really doing anything. When they
see it on film, they'll see that. He didn't see it. He didn't see Woody
George hit him after the sack, then he rolled. Pass interference, I don't
know. The holding with Thed Watson, our guys said the guy was just blast-
ing him down the side. With me saying that, it's too many penalties. I can
sit here and say that maybe two or three, but we've had too many penal-
ties this game and last game. We've won two pretty big games. In the
middle of the season we were not getting penalized at all, we were real-
ly low. Turnovers are big, and penalties, those are two big stats.” 

On the pass rush ... “That was huge. We weren't doing a very good job
with only four men coming. (Defense coordinator Wally Burnham) Wally
had to a call a lot of stuff to blitz us because we just weren't getting to
him.”

On the records Matt Grothe set ... “Did he? I have no idea. Good job.
He's a good quarterback. I'm sure if he plays well, he'll break a number of
records I would imagine, in time.” 

On whether he knew Matt Grothe would be such a good quarterback
this quickly ... “It's not surprising me now, no. When he first came here
I didn't know what he'd be like, I couldn't tell. He had a chance during our
bowl week, a year ago, when he threw a skinny post to Taurus Johnson
and I knew right then that he got on top of the ball well and he's got a
chance. Then I told him we'd give him a good chance in the spring and in
the spring I knew he was pretty good. As good as he's doing, I wouldn't
have said that when we signed him. When we signed him, I didn't know
what we would be. I had no idea. I knew he was a tough kid, a guy who
had done real well at Lake Gibson. I didn't know what he would do for us,
you never know until you get them in here.”

On Pat Julmiste's touchdown ... “I give that to (offensive coordinator)
Rod Smith, Rod got him in there. He wanted a bigger quarterback in there
to run it up in there. You've got to give Rod the credit for getting Pat in
there. I can't steal the credit for telling him to put Pat in there, I didn't.
I was just listening on the phones and they put Pat in there, they want-
ed him to score that touchdown.”

On whether Rod Smith thought it was important to get Pat Julmiste a
touchdown in his final home game and if that was a factor ... “Well,
I'm sure it was. I was more concerned about winning football games, I
wasn't thinking about all of those things as much. I should, but I wasn't. I
just wanted to win the game. It was Rod that did that. Rod got (quarter-
back Anthony) Severino in there at the end as well. So that was Rod
Smith, and I didn't stop him.”

On getting a bowl bid ... “I'd image we'll get a bowl bid at this point. I'm
not really thinking about it right now. We won a game, we probably are
going to go to a bowl, now let's play for a championship. Stranger things
have happened since the beginning of time. There's a lot of things that
have to happen, but you never know. Biggest thing is that we have to go
up and do what nobody thinks we'll have a shot to do - to beat Louisville
at their place. Everybody in the world is going to say, "That isn't going to
happen."

But that's more my focus right now,
focus on Louisville. I'm excited. They're pretty good, so I'm excited about
playing them. It could be tough, we have a challenge. We all know that.

We'll
play, do our best, just go out and do our best.”

On whether he's happy they are 7-3 after 10 games of the season ...
“I'm disappointed we're not undefeated right now, to be honest with you.
I thought we had a shot at Kansas, and we did. I thought we had a shot
at winning the Rutgers game. At Cincinnati it is 2-0 near the end of the
third quarter. Those are our three losses. I don't go into any game plan-
ning on losing. I would have liked to have been in a better position than
we are now. Our goal at the beginning of the year was to try to get to this
point before we play Louisville, to lay everything on the line. It kind of is
at the back door, possibly. If Rutgers controls their own game, if they go
through and keep smoking, they are good to go. But everybody else, we
control it. We do, because Louisville's got a loss and so does West
Virginia. Pittsburgh's got two, they should be saying the same thing. If
they go through and win the rest of them, you don't think a lot of people
are going to be pulling for Cincinnati? That 'want' to go after a BIG EAST
Championship. Nothing against Rutgers, you're just trying to give yourself
a chance, that's what you have to hope will happen. Rutgers, if they keep
playing like they are playing and they win out, they deserve the BIG EAST
Championship obviously. More power to them. They control their own
thing.” 

On national ratings and USF's place ... “No, I'd rather be undefeated.
That's what I would like, so I can't really honestly say I like the situation
right now. I'd rather be undefeated at 10-0 right now. That's what I'd like
to be. Now, we're not there. And because we are not that, then maybe
the Lord Louisville to go offsides, and they had another chance at the
kick. I don't know how that happened. Louisville is a darn good football
team, they control their own. Like they say, they have got to have a lit-
tle bit of help. They have to have somebody beat Rutgers and they could
win it, if they win all of the way out. What's interesting is that there's a
lot of teams that still have a shot. Pittsburgh, USF. Because Pittsburgh
still has to play West Virginia and Louisville also, and both are at home.
It's a good football league, that I know. It's exciting and I think the nation-
al attention has certainly jumped Louisville, and jumped Rutgers. Now
watching those three, because they are the three in the league, let's face
it, those are the three that are kind of a step ahead of everybody, so
some people are going to have to do some unbelievable things to get in
the hunt. It's a tough challenge. We are behind, we know that, but we
have got to find a lot better way to play football than today. I know that.
The mistakes we made today isn't going to get it done.”

Louisville's an awfully
good football team, we all know that.  They're strong in every area.
Offensive line's big, tight ends are big, quarterback's outstanding, big
running backs.  Receivers are outstanding, defense can really run, they're
big, they're strong.  Linebackers are good, d-line is good, secondary is
very athletic.  They've got a tremendous kicker, they're punting game is
awfully good.  I mean that.  I know I always come up here every week and
talk about how good these teams are that we play, sometimes you may
buy in with me, sometimes you may not, but I don't think there's anyone
here who's not buying in with me on this one.  They're up for a national
championship.  They've lost a game, but they're still in the BCS picture
and conference championship picture and all those things, so there's a lot
to play for and there's certainly a lot to play for, for us.  This is also a big
game for us.  I believe our guys will play well and I believe our guys will
play hard and we're excited about playing them.  We had a good practice
last night.  Thought our guys did a good job, the focus was good.  Today
we need a real good practice.

He's got a lot of courage, got quick feet, got a good release,
he's a competitor.  He's confident.  His receivers have caught the ball.
The offensive line has given him enough time to do some things.  He's
been a competitor all his life.  He understands humility; he understands
that he's not there.  He understands that he's got a ways to go.  Those
things are all very important.”

On if Matt Grothe played hurt last Saturday ... “Not as much as before.

Is he 100%? Well I think when he gets out there and competes, he feels
that way.”

On getting off to a solid early start ... “You always want to whether
you're at home or on the road; I think everybody would say that.
Louisville can get going fast and they can overwhelm you if you're not
careful.  It's something that can happen to you, so it is important to play
well early.  Against them, it's probably important to play well early and
play well throughout, you know, they're pretty good.  They're a very good
football team.”

On kicker Delbert Alvarado ... “Well you know it's kind of interesting.
Mike (Benzer) struggled early with kicking.  I don't know if Delbert has
struggled all year.  Mike's struggled; Mike had the big kick in the Central
Florida game.  But Delbert as you remember, came in at North Carolina
and kicked well and then he missed a field goal and then he kicked well.
So he had maybe one outing that was kind of tough.  I think anytime you
hit a couple field goals, it always helps.  But he's got the consistency, he's
going to be real big and it's a measure over time.  We all know Delbert's
got a strong leg; we all know he can do it.  Can he do it consistently that's
going to be the big question.  If he's going to be a great kicker, that's what
he's going to have to do.  If he's not then he's going to be a guy that just
does it once in awhile and only time will tell with that.”

On a comparison between former USF quarterback Marquel Blackwell
and Matt Grothe ... “They're a little bit different.  They're about the
same height, they've both got quick feet, they both have courage, and
they're both competitors.  In those ways they're similar.  Matt will prob-
ably get in there and run the ball a little more than Marquel did.  Marquel
could run it, but he didn't, he always kept looking downfield a little
more, but then again, Matt's special in that aspect.  Probably the similar-
ity between them is the type of competitors they are.  They both really
have a lot of courage and really competed.”

On using Rutgers' defensive model to stop Louisville ... “Well you've got
to play 60 minutes of football no matter who you're playing.  Rutgers is
able to do some of that.  They're pretty active but we run a different
defense than they do.  We're not the same, so we're going to have to do
what we do they work them in, I'll work them in.  We're not Rutgers
defense, we don't do those things.  We do some things, just differently.
We've watched that game, but we've watched a bunch of games to try
and figure out what we can do with our style and our schemes because
it's a different way.  Our offense is unique too.  A lot of offenses are.
You've got to take what you do and try to look at different things that you
might be able to have some success with, but when you play a team like
Louisville, it's hard to find a lot of areas to try and slow them down.  It's
just an awfully good offense.”

Holding onto a four-point lead heading into the fourth quarter, USF exploded for 27 points in the final 15 minutes that led
to a 41-10 rout of McNeese State. 

Out-gaining McNeese State 495-163, USF racked up 286 yards on the ground. Walt Smith led the Bulls with 70 yards on seven
carries and two touchdowns. Both of Smith's scores came in the fourth quarter. Matt Grothe, who was making his first-career
appearance, threw for 171 yards, completing 9-of-13 passes and two touchdowns. He also ran one touchdown in. 

The Bulls' defense held the Cowboys to just 163 yards of total offense, forcing two fumbles and two interceptions. 
McNeese State took an early 7-0 lead following a fumble recovery by Jared Dolan with 35 seconds left in the first. A fum-

bled snap in the end zone by punter Ilia Petrov resulted in the first-ever fumble recovery in the end zone by a USF opponent.  
USF tied the game on the ensuing drive. A 13-play, 66-yard drive, which lasted 5:10, was capped off by a 1-yard quarter-

back sneak by Grothe. The score, which was the first of his USF career, tied the game at 7-all with 10:25 left in the half. Dur ing
the drive, Grothe registered his first-ever completion with a 6-yard pass to sophomore Amp Hill. The catch was the first of
Hill's career.

A 22-yard field goal by Blake Bercegeay gave McNeese State a 10-7 lead with 4:52 left in the half. The Cowboys chewed up
5:33 with a 13-play, 67-yard drive, leading to the McNeese State field goal. The drive was highlighted by a trick play which
resulted in a 35-yard gain for the Cowboys. On an end-around by Carlese Franklin, the McNeese State senior completed the
long strike to Quinten Lawrence down to the USF 10-yard line.     

Despite out-gaining the Cowboys 153-94, the Bulls entered halftime trailing by three.
Gorthe's first-career touchdown pass gave USF its first lead of the game, 14-10 with 2:04 left in the third quarter. Grothe

connected with Marcus Edwards on a post play down the middle of the field. The completion was good for 47 yards finished
off a 5-play, 87-yard drive which lasted 2:10. 

A botched punt by McNeese State at the start of the fourth quarter gave USF excellent field position at the Cowboy 12-
yard line. Two plays later Grothe connected with Ean Randolph for a 10-yard touchdown pass to extend USF's lead to 21-10.
Randolph, who recorded his first-career reception during the first quarter (six yards), finished the night with three catches
for 24 yards and a touchdown. 

Smith added a pair of touchdowns in the fourth quarter, to give USF a 25-point cushion, his first on a 3-yard run with 9:47
left in the game, made the score 28-10. An interception by Luis Gachette set up Smith's second rushing touchdown of the quar-
ter. The ensuing drive resulted in Smith extending USF's lead to 35-10 on a 24-yard scamper with 6:19 left in the game.

The Bulls added one final score as freshman running back Keeley Dorsey ran for a 52-yard touchdown with time winding
down.

Fourteen second-half points by sophomore Taurus Johnson led USF (2-0) to its second-straight comeback victory with a 21-
20 win over Florida International (0-2) at Raymond James Stadium.

Recording his first-career rushing and receiving touchdowns in the game, Johnson, accounted for 120 total yards for the
Bulls, while registering six catches for 106 yards and one touchdown. He also scored on a 14-yard end-around late in the third
quarter for his first-collegiate touchdown.  

Making his first-collegiate start, Matt Grothe threw for 174 yards on 15-of-28 passing with one touchdown and two inter-
ceptions. His lone touchdown was the game-winning, 29-yard completion to Johnson late in the fourth quarter. 

Ean Randolph produced 123 yards on two punt returns, including a 76-yard return for the Bulls' first score of the game.
Randolph nearly had two more on the evening, however, costly USF penalties negated the wide receiver's attempts.

An 82-yard punt return by FIU's Chandler Williams with 10:52 left in the first quarter gave FIU an early 6-0 lead, following
the missed extra point by Chris Patullo.  

Not to be outdone, USF responded with a punt return for a touchdown of its own. Randolph took a Chris Cook punt 76 yards
to tie the game at 6-6 at the beginning of the second quarter (14:38). Mike Benzer converted the extra point to give USF a 7-
6 lead.  

FIU regained the lead with 9:12 left in the second quarter when defensive back Robert Mitchell intercepted a Grothe pass
and returned it for a touchdown (14 yards). A successful point after attempt gave the Golden Panthers a 13-7 lead. 

An 11-play, 84-yard drive by FIU was capped off with a 3-yard touchdown pass from Josh Padrick to Samuel Smith to extend
the Golden Panther lead to 20-7 with 20 seconds left in the half. The drive, which lasted 6:15, was kept alive by a USF penal-
ty during a Golden Panther punt. FIU proceeded to drive down the field, setting up the 3-yard score. 

USF cut into FIU's lead with a 14-yard touchdown run by Johnson with 4:59 left in the third quarter. Led by Grothe, who
gained 26 yards on the ground during the nine-play, 80-yard drive, the Bulls chewed up 3:45 while bringing the deficit to six
points. 

Trailing by six late in the game, USF's defense forced FIU's second turnover of the game as Moffitt stripped FIU running back
Julian Reams. The ball was recovered by left end Richard Clebert at the Golden Panther 29-yard line.

On the ensuing drive, Grothe completed a 29-yard touchdown pass to Johnson with 2:33 left in the game. The touchdown
was the second of the game for Johnson. With the extra point, USF took its first lead of the game 21-20.

FIU had one more chance to drive down the field, however USF's defense held the Golden Panthers, capped off by a tipped
pass by linebacker Patrick St. Louis on fourth down with 1:50 on the clock. With the ball back in the offense's hands, USF ran
out the clock to win the game.

USF quarterback Matt Grothe threw for 302 yards and ran for another 73, and defensive end Chris Robinson sacked UCF quar-
terback Steven Moffet on a fourth and six from the USF 10 with just 22 seconds remaining to finish a 24-17 Bulls win at the Flo rida
Citrus Bowl.

Grothe's 302 passing yards established a new USF freshman record, eclipsing Marquel Blackwell's 239-yard game against New
Haven in 1999. Meanwhile, Grothe now has the top three rushing games by a freshman quarterback in USF history, including his 73
yards against UCF. Blackwell had held the record with 57 yards against Southwest Texas State in 1999.

Grothe threw his third touchdown of the afternoon on a 27-yard third down play to Ean Randolph with just over three minutes
to play to break a 17-17 tie. The catch was Randolph's fifth of the afternoon for a total of 126 yards. 

UCF responded to the Bulls go-ahead score with a 17-play drive that went 65 yards before Robinson's fourth down sack that also
caused a fumble. The UCF drive gained momentum on a fourth and 10 conversion, soon followed by a USF pass interference call.

But with a first and 10 at the USF 14, Moffett threw two incompletions before a four-yard pass play that set up the fourth and
six. After a UCF timeout, the Bulls covered the end zone well, allowing pressure on Moffet and the eventual sack and fumble.

USF jumped out to a 7-0 lead that was initiated after the first of two Trae Williams interception. 
With a first and 10 on their own 21 after the first interception, Benjamin Willams picked up four yards on a run, before Ean

Randolph broke a bubble screen play for 51 yards on second and six. Grothe completed three more passes in the drive, and also r an
for 11 yards, finishing off the drive with a seven-yard touchdown pass to Edwards.

Although both teams moved the ball well through the first half, scoring was at a premium, with UCF first getting itself on the
board with a 22-yard field goal with 6:07 left in the first half. The Golden Knights then took a 10-7 lead - that held up at ha lftime
- when Moffett found Thornton open for a 37-yard touchdown.

While scoring was again at a premium in the third quarter, the Bulls scored on Mike Benzer's first career field goal from 30 ya rds
on the final play of the quarter to tie the game at 10-10.

USF seemingly gained control four minutes into the fourth quarter when Grothe led a five-play 48-yard drive that was helped
along by a double reverse pass from receiver Amarri Jackson to Amp Hill that covered 31 yards and placed the Bulls on the two-y ard
line, setting up the two-yard touchdown pass from Grothe to Benjamin Williams.

That made the score 17-10 in favor of the Bulls with 11:05 left and the Bulls stopped UCF on its next possession to regain the
ball at their own 39-yard line with 10:00 remaining, however USF would eventually be forced to punt.

Trying to recover from a bad snap, USF punter Delbert Alvarado made an attempt to rugby kick the ball, but it was blocked and
returned 31 yards for a touchdown by Blake Carter to tie the game again at 17-17.

Grothe remained poised and led the Bulls on their winning drive that covered 90 yards after USF was penalized on the kickoff.
Grothe set the stage with a 26-yard run of his own on the drive's second play. Two plays later, he ran for 13 more yards en rou te to
what turned out to be the game-winning touchdown pass to Randolph.

USF appeared ready to pull off a fourth straight come-from-behind win, but the Bulls fell 29 yards short in a 13-7 loss to Kans as. The
loss was the first of the season for the Bulls, who won with second half comebacks against McNeese State, FIU and UCF to open t he sea-
son.

USF quarterback Matt Grothe moved the Bulls 34 yards on a 20-yard pass to Taurus Johnson and a 14-yard run on third and 10 in the
final drive that started with no timeouts and just 1:06 remaining. That placed the Bulls at the Kansas 29-yard line with a firs t and 10 and
time for three passes. The first two fell incomplete, including an open sideline route to Ean Randolph, before Grothe’s final e ffort into
the end zone for Colby Erskin was intercepted by Justin Thornton.

Grothe, who entered the game leading all freshmen quarterbacks in the nation in passing yards and total offense, completed 17 o f 32
passes for  196 yards and ran for another 66 on 18 carries that included a touchdown.

Kansas QB Adam Barmann led the Jayhawks admirably, completing 25 of his 35 attempts for 273 yards.
USF and Kansas played to a 0-0 tie in the first half. But both teams had opportunities in the opening stanza, including a game- open-

ing drive by the Bulls that moved from their own 20 to the Kansas two-yard line, where Grothe was stopped short on a fourth and  two
sneak.

Kansas, meanwhile, saw a golden chance pass it by with a fumble into the end zone after a 98-yard drive. After USF’s Justin Tea chey
pinned the Jayhawks at their own two-yard line with 13:01 to play in the second quarter, Barmann used three straight complete p asses
to cover 64 yards, and three Jon Cornish runs mixed in, brought the Jayhawks to the Bulls’18-yard line. Barmann then hit an ope n Marcus
Henry who raced just to the edge of the goal line, where he was met by USF safety Carlton Williams, who jarred the ball loose. USF’s
Chris Robinson recovered the fumble for a touchback.

The Bulls snuck in one more potential scoring opportunity in the final :37 of the second period, when Grothe completed two pass es
for 30 yards and ran for another nine to reach the Kansas 29-yard line. But on second and nine, Grothe threw a sideline route t hat was
picked off at the one-yard line and Kansas killed the rest of the first half clock.

Kansas took a 3-0 lead just under six minutes into the second half when Scott Webb connected on a 37-yard field goal, culminati ng a
12-play, 60-yard drive that opened the second half. But that seemingly awoke the Bulls as Taurus Johnson returned the ensuing k ick to
the USF 42 yard line.

In 13 plays, Grothe engineered a 58-yard drive that included three crucial third down conversions, including two receptions by Marcus
Edwards and one by tight end Will Bleakley that covered 11 yards on a third and 11. Grothe capped the drive with a six-yard tou chdown
run, his second rushing touchdown of the season. After Mike Benzer’s extra point, USF led 7-3 with 2:57 to play in the third qu arter.

Kansas responded immediately with a touchdown drive that covered 79 yards on just seven plays, aided along by a 15-yard persona l
foul against the Bulls on the kickoff and a 29-yard pass from Barmann to Brian Murph on a third and six. The Jayhawks regained the lead
at 10-7 on a two-yard option run by Cornish on a third and goal that marked the first play of the fourth quarter.

After an offensive pass interference call stymied the Bulls on their next possession, Kansas again began a march from their own  33,
but the USF defense stiffened and held the Jayhawks to a 42-yard Webb field goal that made the score 13-7 with 8:51 remaining.

Both defenses then went to work as the offenses traded two series each that ended in punts before the Bulls got their final opp ortu-
nity on the final drive of the game that eventually ended with the interception in the end zone.

A failed two-point conversion with 15 seconds left in the game proved to be the difference as USF (3-2, 0-1 BIG EAST) fell to No . 23/23
Rutgers (5-0, 1-0 BIG EAST), 22-20, at Raymond James Stadium.

Matt Grothe, who accounted for 316 of USF’s 347 yards (throwing for 241 yards and a touchdown, rushing for 61 yards and two tou ch-
downs and caught a 14-yard pass), came up a two-point conversion short of registering his fourth comeback of the season. The fi rst-year
quarterback completed a 16-yard touchdown pass to Ean Randolph with time winding down for the potential tying touchdown. To dra w
the game even at 22-all, Grothe attempted a pass to Amp Hill at the near pylon. Unfortunately, the pass was incomplete. 

Gorthe’s 61 yards on the ground led all USF rushers. Grothe threw for 241 yards on 16-of-25 passing with one touchdown and two inter-
ceptions. Randolph registered a team-high six catches for 49 yards and a touchdown. Amarri Jackson tallied a team-high 83 yards  on three
receptions.  

Rutgers jumped out to a 7-0 lead with a 3-yard touchdown run by Ray Rice with 7:46 left in the first quarter. The 12-play, 79-y ard
drive, resulting in a touchdown for the Scarlet Knights, was the first allowed by the USF defense in the first quarter this sea son. Rice
rushed for 52 yards on seven carries, capping off the drive with his 10th rushing touchdown of the season.

A 32-yard field goal by Jeremy Ito extended Rutgers’ lead to 10-0 with 6:45 left in the first half. The Bulls’ defense held the Sc arlet
Knights’ offense, which started with good field position (USF’s 26-yard line), to just 11 yards on seven plays, resulting in the  Ito field goal.  

USF responded on the team’s ensuing possession with a 1-yard touchdown run by Grothe with 4:40 left in the second quarter. A pai r
of 30-plus-yard passes by the freshman quarterback, including a 32-yard completion to Taurus Johnson in which the receiver tipp ed the
pass to himself, capped off a five-play, 80-yard drive for the Bulls. A 35-yard completion to Jackson kicked off the drive.

USF took its first lead of the contest when Grothe registered his second rushing touchdown of the game and fourth of the season .
Following an interception by Trae Williams – his fifth of the season, the Bulls drove down the field, 70 yards to take a 14-10 lead. The
five-play drive lasted 1:40 and was finished off with a 22-yard scamper by Grothe into the end zone. 

Scoring 14 points in a span of 3:45 seconds, USF went into halftime with a 14-10 advantage, marking just the second time all-se ason
that Rutgers had trailed. 

Rutgers cut USF’s lead to 14-13 with 8:30 left in the third quarter. Ito’s second field goal of the night (40 yards) capped off  an eight-
play, 39-yard drive, which lasted 3:42 for the Scarlet Knights.

Rice added his second touchdown of the night with a seven-yard run into the end zone as the Scarlet Knights regained the lead w ith
13:04 left in the contest. Rutgers went for the two-point conversion, however the Bulls stopped the attempt, making the score 1 9-14.
The drive, which lasted 3:57, was 31 yards on seven plays. Rice rushed for 23 yards on five carries during the drive. 

The Scarlet Knights extended their lead to eight points with a 53-yard field goal by Ito with 7:09 left in the game. The field goal was
Ito’s career long and closed out an eight-yard drive which ate up 4:29 on the clock.  

USF drove 55 yard to the Rutgers’ 25-yard line before Brandon Renkart forced the fumble of Grothe, stopping the Bulls’ drive with
5:26 left in the game.  

After getting the ball to the USF 25-yard line, the Scarlet Knights attempted a 42-yard field goal by Ito. Stephen Nicholas bro ke through
the Rutgers offensive line, blocking the attempt to give USF the ball at its own 34-yard line with 2:32 left in the game. 

Sparked by the blocked field goal, USF drove 66 yards to score the team’s third touchdown of the night. A 16-yard completion to
Randolph pulled the Bulls within two points of the Scarlet Knights with 15 seconds left in the game. USF attempted to tie the g ame with
a two-point conversion, however a dropped pass gave Rutgers a 22-20 lead.

With one last chance, USF attempted an onside kick, but was unsuccessful.

Matt Grothe accounted for four of the Bulls' five total touchdowns to lead USF (4-2, 1-1 BIG EAST) to a 38-16 victory over
Connecticut (2-3, 0-1 BIG EAST) at Raymond James Stadium. 

Grothe, who threw for 146 yards on 12-of-15 passing, including one touchdown, also rushed for 82 yards on 15 carries and
three touchdowns. Tying his season-high in rushing yards, Grothe became the second quarterback in USF history (Marquel
Blackwell) to rush for three touchdowns in a single game. 

Benjamin Williams ran for a career-best 108 yards on 15 carries, including a touchdown. The 100-yard game was the first
of the sophomore's career. S.J. Green led all USF receivers with 72 yards on three catches. Amarri Jackson grabbed three pass-
es for 49 yards and his first-career touchdown reception. 

USF started the scoring drive with a 16-yard run by Grothe at the 12:16 mark of the first quarter. The drive, which lasted
0:16 (just one play), was set up by a blocked punt by Jerome Murphy. 

The Bulls extended their lead to 14-0 when Benjamin Williams rushed for a 13-yard touchdown with 9:13 left in the first
quarter. The touchdown, his second career score, was the sophomore's first-career rushing touchdown. 

Connecticut cut into USF's lead with a 10-yard touchdown reception by Deon Anderson with 9:39 left in the half. The
Huskies drove 75 yards on eight plays to get on the board for the first time in the game. The extra point by Matt Nuzie was
missed wide right, making the score 14-6.

USF's lead was cut to six points following a 19-yard field goal by UConn's Graig Vividomino with 0:48 left in the half. The
field goal capped off a 10-play, 36-yard drive which lasted 2:27.

The Bulls entered halftime with a 14-9 lead. 
USF extended its lead to 21-6 with an eight-yard touchdown run by Grothe. The score (with 12:24 left in the third quar-

ter) was the second of the game for the freshman quarterback, who led the Bulls down the field with a 57-yard, six-play drive
that took up 2:36. The drive was highlighted by a 31-yard reception by S.J. Green. 

Grothe scored his third rushing touchdown of the game, following a 6-yard run with 5:46 left in the third quarter. USF ate
up 4:37 on the clock, while gaining 93 yards on 10 plays, giving the Bulls a 28-9 lead. 

Jackson's first-career touchdown reception gave the Bulls a 35-9 lead with 12:29 left in the game. Grothe completed a five-
yard pass to Jackson to wrap up a 12-play, 70-yard drive. Mike Benzer's 26-yard field goal with 9:45 left in the game gave USF
a 38-9 advantage. 

Connecticut scored its second touchdown of the game with 1:14 left in the game. A one-yard touchdown run by Lou Allen
made the score 38-16.

The victory was the first conference win of the season for USF, moving the Bulls to 1-1 in BIG EAST play.

USF's offense had its most balanced effort of the season in putting up 417 yards, and the defense tallied a season-best five sa cks and
allowed just two scoring drives that covered more than 24 yards to propel the Bulls to a 37-20 win over North Carolina.

USF running back Ricky Ponton came off a six-game suspension and ran for 101 yards on 17 carries, including two touchdowns. Matt
Grothe was 14-of-21 for 158 yards and a touchdown. The touchdown pass was his ninth of the season through seven games, eclipsing USF's
total all of last season.

Meanwhile, five different USF players had a sack, while the defense limited North Carolina to 285 total yards and intercepted q uar-
terback Cam Sexton twice, while limiting the freshman to nine of 26 passing for just 117 yards.

North Carolina did score first however after each team failed to move on its respective opening drive. After a 47-yard punt fro m Justin
Teachey placed the Tar Heels at their own 30-yard line, North Carolina needed just six plays to move 70 yards, culminating with  a 15-yard
touchdown run by Ronnie McGill with 8:32 remaining in the first quarter.

USF's Mike Benzer missed a 46-yard field goal attempt on its next drive, but the Bulls soon got on the scoreboard after taking over
again on their own 34-yard line. Grothe and Ponton combined for 26 rushing yards on the first four plays before Grothe found Ja ckie
Chambers on a six-yard pass that put the Bulls at the UNC 34-yard line. Ponton ran for 15 more yards, setting up an impressive 19-yard
reverse from Taurus Johnson that tied the game at 7-7.

On its first drive of the second quarter, the Bulls put together a five-play, 35-yard touchdown drive that was set up by Stephe n
Nicholas, who picked up his first career interception. Grothe ran twice for a total of nine yards, and after he had to take a b reather fol-
lowing a solid hit to the back, Pat Julmiste came in and ran for nine yards on his first play. After a false start penalty on U SF and a two-
yard Ponton run, Grothe returned with the ball at the UNC 21, and he found S.J. Green in the end zone for a 21-yard score that put the
Bulls ahead 14-7.

Just two plays later, the USF offense was back on the field after Danny Verpaele picked off a Sexton pass and returned it to th e UNC
21, where it took the Bulls just five plays to push the ball across the end zone again, this time on a one-yard Ponton run. Ben zer missed
the PAT, but the Bulls still had a 20-7 lead with 9:10 remaining in the half.

Two USF possessions later, Grothe did give up USF's only turnover of the game when he fumbled at the end of a six-yard run, all owing
the Tar Heels to take over at the Bulls' 37. After the USF defense stymied for no yards on three plays, the Tar Heels lined up for a 52-yard
field goal, but caught the Bulls in a maximum field goal block mode and kicker Connor Barth ran for 21 yards and a first down. But the
defense came up large again, holding the Tar Heels to a 29-yard field goal that made the halftime score 20-10 in favor of the B ulls.

The Bulls quickly grabbed the momentum in the second half, starting shop at their own 29-yard line after a 27-yard kick return from
Taurus Johnson. In just eight plays, Grothe piloted the team 71 yards, culminating the drive with a one-yard run from Benjamin Williams
after Jackson threw his 25-yard end around pass to Hill at the one-yard line. Just like that the Bulls were ahead 27-10.

Although UNC responded with a field goal to stay within two touchdowns, the Tar Heels handed USF outstanding field position whe n
Barth's onside kick attempt fell absolutely dead at nine yards, disallowing a UNC recovery. The Bulls took over at the 44-yard line and
eight plays later Ponton went in from two yards out to put the Bulls up 34-13, the largest lead of the game with 3:38 remaining  in the
third quarter.

The Tar Heels did cut it back to 14 at 34-20, but the USF defense held strong and freshman kicker Delbert Alvarado picked up hi s first
career field goal from 26 yards out after Grothe had led the offense 71 yards in 15 plays that erased 7:23 from the clock and s ealed UNC's
fate.

Despite solid defensive work, USF fell 23-6 to Cincinnati tonight with a safety, fumble return for a touchdown, a failed fake p unt and
a key interception proving too much to overcome.

USF managed just 219 total yards on offense with quarterback Matt Grothe limited to a season-low 47 passing yards
After a first quarter safety set up by a Cincinnati punt that pinned the Bulls on their own two-yard line, neither team scored through

the remainder of the first half and USF trailed by the 2-0 margin.
At the outset of the second half, USF came out with the look of a team ready to pick up the pace. The defense forced a Cincinna ti

punt after a three and out on the opening series of the second half, and USF assumed control on its own 48-yard line after the punt.
Grothe went to work, mixing runs by himself and running backs Ben Williams and Ricky Ponton with two pass completions to Willia ms

and Taurus Johnson. After six plays that included a successful fourth-and-one run by Ponton, the Bulls had a first-and-10 at th e Cincinnati
12-yard line. But after a Grothe run gained no ground, the freshman was intercepted at the eight-yard line by Dominic Ross, end ing the
drive just eight-yards shy of a 7-2 USF lead.

Still, the USF defense remained stingy on Cincinnati’s next possession, forcing a long field goal attempt that fell short. The Bulls took
over with 2:41 remaining in the third quarter and still trailed by the 2-0 margin. A 15-yard personal foul penalty on Cincinnati   would
move the Bulls to their 43-yard line, but two plays later, Johnson took possession of a Grothe pass,  but fumbled after a hard hit, and
Kevin McCullough returned it 39 yards for a touchdown and a 9-0 Cincinnati lead with 1:02 left in the third quarter.

On USF’s next possession, the Bulls managed six yards on an Amarri Jackson catch and a Ponton run, but found themselves into a
fourth-and-four after an incomplete pass on third down. With Cincinnati keeping three deep men for a return on Justin Teachey’s  rugby
style kick, the Bulls felt the time was right for a fake punt. But Teachey’s run around the right side gained just one yard aft er he stum-
bled and Cincinnati now had the ball at the USF 22-yard line.

Five plays later, Cincinnati had a commanding 16-0 lead when Greg Moore went over the right side for a one-yard score with 12:5 2
remaining in the game.

After several possession exchanges, including one in which Grothe was forced from the game with a cut nose that required stitch es
in two locations, USF found itself in a fourth and 10 from its own 27-yard line with less than four minutes left in the game. D own 6-0, the
Bulls had little choice but to try to pick up the first down, but a Pat Julmiste pass to Cedric Hill fell incomplete, handing t he ball back
to the Bearcats at the 27-yard line. It took just one play from there for Cincinnati to pad its lead to 23-0 when Butler Benton  burst open
through the right side for a 27-yard score.

The Bulls did avoid the shutout when Julmiste hit four different receivers – Amp Hill, Ean Randolph, Ponton and S.J. Green – to  push
the offense to the Cincinnati 11-yard line for a first-and-10. From there, Julmiste made good on his first down throw to Hill f or an 11-
yarrd scored with 50 seconds remaining. After a failed two-point conversion and onside kick, the Bearcats killed the clock with  one kneel-
down.

USF’s defense did limit the Bearcats to 105 passing yards and allowed each of two touchdowns on short field situations – both c oming
on drives of just 27 yards. Linebacker Stephen Nicholas led the way with 12 tackles, including two for losses and one sack.

The game kicked off with a temperature of 45 degrees, the second coldest game in USF history. The Bulls played at Connecticut l ast
season in a game that started with a 33 degree reading. USF falls to 2-2 in games played below 50 degrees.

Holding the nation's 29th-ranked offense to 214 yards, the University of South Florida football team downed the Pittsburgh Pant hers,
22-12, at Raymond James Stadium. 

Gaining 377 yards of offense, USF improved the team's record against Pittsburgh to 2-2, snapping a two-game skid to the BIG EAST
foe. With the win, USF won its seventh homecoming game in the program's 10-year history. 

Matt Grothe completed 19-of-25 passes for 180 yards and one touchdown versus the Panthers. Grothe connected with eight differen t
receivers, including Amarri Jackson for 46 yards. Grothe also ran for 59 yards on 12 carriers, including one rushing touchdown.  Pat Julmiste
replaced Grothe in the fourth quarter (injury) and tallied 49 yards on the ground, while completing his only pass attempt of th e after-
noon. 

Ean Randolph led all USF receivers with six catches for 46 yards. Jackson grabbed three catches, gaining a team-high 47 yards. 
The Bulls totaled 210 yards rushing during the game, while logging 10 more minutes of possession than the Panthers. Grothe and

Julmiste combined for 108 yards on the ground on 22 carries. Ricky Ponton gained 44 yards on the ground on 15 carries. Two key rushes
were registered by punter Justin Teachey, who rattled off 25 yards on two fake punts. 

USF's defense held one of the nation's top quarterbacks (Tyler Palko) to 11-of-23 passing for 159 yards. The Bulls forced Palko  to throw
a season-high three interceptions on the day. Entering the contest, the conference's leader in pass efficiency had only thrown three picks
on the year. 

A 22-yard reverse by Taurus Johnson with 10:12 left in the first quarter gave USF a 7-0 lead. The trick play capped an 11-play, 64-yard
opening drive which chewed up 4:48 on the clock.

On their second drive of the game, Pittsburgh's Conor Lee kicked a 41-yard field goal to cut USF's lead to 7-3 with 1:22 left i n the first.
The kick caromed off the right post, giving Pitt its first points of the game. The Panther drive went 28 yards on six plays las ting 2:57. 

Grothe scored his eighth rushing touchdown of the season with a one-yard scramble with 8:37 left in the half. In a goal-line se t, Grothe
ran a bootleg to the right, finding the end zone to give USF a 14-3 lead. The Bulls drove 50 yards on six plays in 2:38. 

USF entered halftime with a 14-3 lead and a 213-50 edge in total offense.
The Bulls attempted to extend their lead with a 47-yard field goal however, the attempt was blocked by H.B. Blades keeping the USF

lead at 11 points. The field goal attempt was the result of an interception of a Tyler Palko pass by Jeremy Burnett. The pick w as Burnett's
first of his USF career.

Pitt added three points with a 34-yard field goal by Lee with 6:35 left in the third quarter. The field goal was the result of a seven-
play, 23-yard drive which started on the USF 40-yard line following a Bulls' turnover. 

Grothe completed his 10th touchdown pass of the season with a 46-yard completion to Amarri Jackson with 3:58 left in the third quar-
ter. The touchdown reception was the second of the season for Jackson and marked the fourth time this season Grothe had thrown for
and ran for a touchdown in the same game. Following the missed extra point, USF's lead became 20-6.

The Bulls added two more points with a safety in the fourth quarter. From his own end zone, Palko was called for intentional gr ound-
ing as Robert Clebert applied pressure with 10:55 left in the game. The safety was the first of the season and marked the first  safety
recorded by USF since Nov. 16, 2002 (vs. Bowling Green).

A 19-yard touchdown pass to Darrell Strong from Palko with 6:22 left in the game gave Pittsburgh their first and only touchdown of
the contest. Starting from their own 20-yard line, Pitt drove 80 yards in four plays in 1:16. The drive was highlighted by a 42 -yard com-
pletion to Marcel Pestano. Falling to score the two-point conversion, the Panthers trailed USF, 22-12.

Matt Grothe set the school’s single-game record for passing yards with 364 yards to lead USF to a 27-10 victory over Syracuse i n the final
home game of the 2006 season.  

Grothe accounted for 409 of the team’s 519 total yards of offense. He completed 25-of-32 for 364 yards and two touchdowns. He a lso ran
for 45 yards on eight carries. Completing passes to 10 different receivers, Grothe also set the school’s freshman record for pa ssing yards in a
single-season with 1,979, surpassing Marquel Blackwell (1,620 in 1999).

Seven Bulls combined for 150 yards rushing. Grothe led all players with 45 yards while Ricky Ponton rushed for 41 yards on 10 c arries.
Julmiste scored the team’s lone rushing touchdown, carrying the ball three times for 10 yards.

Taurus Johnson finished the day with 131 yards receiving on five catches. Johnson grabbed his second receiving touchdown during  the con-
test. Green scored the Bulls’ other touchdown through the air, making four catches for 53 yards versus the Orange. Marcus Edward s also regis-
tered four catches for USF, gaining 52 yards.  

Defensively, USF held Syracuse to 250 total yards of offense, while tying the school record for sacks, recording seven on the d ay. 
The Bulls, which trailed early in the game, 3-0, scored a touchdown on their first possession of the contest and never looked b ack.
Patrick Shadle converted a 29-yard field goal attempt to give Syracuse a 3-0 lead with 10:08 left in the first quarter. The Ora nge drove 56

yards on 12 plays during their opening drive to take the early three-point lead.
USF answered with a touchdown on the ensuing possession, going 80 yards on 13 plays to take a 7-3 lead. A six-yard completion to S.J. Green

gave Matt Grothe his 11th touchdown pass of the season with 5:56 left in the first quarter. With defender Tanard Jackson in the  processes of
bringing down Grothe for a sack, the freshman quarterback found Green in the end zone for the touchdown. Grothe threw for 67 ya rds on the
drive including a 24-yard completion to Green, which the school record for freshmen passing yards (Marquel Blackwell 1,620 in 1 999).

Delbert Alvarado gave USF a 10-3 lead with 9:21 left in the half. The freshman kicker booted a 47-yard field goal to extend the  Bulls’ lead
to seven points. USF drove 39 yards on seven plays to set up the Alvarado attempt. 

The Orange tried to cut into the Bulls’ lead with a 45-yard field goal attempt by Shadle, however, the ball struck the right upr ight, snapping
the Syracuse kicker’s streak of 13-consecutive made. 

After missing a 30-yard attempt on his previous try, Alvarado kicked a 56-yard field goal as time expired to give USF a 13-3 le ad heading into
halftime. The 56-yard field goal became the longest of Alvarado’s career, eclipsing his previous long of 47 (set earlier in the  quarter). It also
marked the second-longest field goal in USF history (63 yards by Bill Gramatica on Nov. 18, 2000).

The field goal set the BIG EAST record for the longest field goal in conference history. It was also the third-longest field goa l in the nation
this season. 

On the Bulls opening drive of the second half, USF went 75 yards down the field before a fumble by Benjamin Williams gave the b all to
Syracuse. After stopping the Orange on their first drive of the half, including a fake punt attempt at their own 33-yard line, the Bulls turned
the ball over on a Grothe interception. After holding the Syracuse to three plays and out, USF turned the ball over on a fumble  by Amarri Jackson
at the Orange 47-yard line.

The Bulls’ lead increased to 20-3 following a 79-yard touchdown pass from Grothe to Taurus Johnson with 1:18 left in the third q uarter. The
completion was the longest of Grothe’s career and gave the freshman the second 300-yard game of his career.
Syracuse responded with a 10-play, 66-yard drive which lasted 4:50, resulting in the first touchdown of the game for the Orange . A 27-yard com-
pletion from Perry Patterson to Mike Williams cut USF’s lead to 20-10 with 12:19 left in the game. 

USF found the end zone for the final time with a three-yard run by Julmiste. The score, which came with 7:33 left in the game, was
Julmiste’s first rushing touchdown of the season and the 14th of his career.
