A Brief Look at Razorback Postseason Baseball History

Arkansas is making its 20th NCAA Regional appearance in school history and their sixth straight.
The Razorbacks are 31-28 in regional play and boast a 41-40 overall record in NCAA postseason
action. The Hogs are 3-2 in Super Regional games and 7-10 at the College World Series. All 20 of
Arkansas’ NCAA appearances have come since the 1973 season. The Razorbacks advanced to the
College World Series in 1979, 1985, 1987, 1989 and 2004. This is the fifth straight NCAA appear-
ance for Hogs’ skipper Dave Van Horn at Arkansas. He has advanced to nine straight NCAA postsea-
sons dating back to his tenure at Nebraska.

It also marks the fourth time in school history Arkansas has hosted a NCAA Regional. The
Razorbacks first hosted in 1999 and then again in 2004 and last season. UA also hosted a Super
Regional in 2004 after knocking off Wichita State twice on Sunday to win the 2004 NCAA
Fayetteville Regional.

Leading Off ...

« The Razorbacks garnered the No. 7 national seed from the NCAA Baseball Committee. It is the
second time the Razorbacks have earned a national seed. UA was a No. 8 national seed on their
way to Omaha in 2004.

» The NCAA Fayetteville Regional is matched up with the Columbia (Mo.) Regional. The winner of
the Fayetteville and Columbia Regionals will meet in a Super Regional for the chance to advance
to the College World Series.

o Nick Schmidt and Jess Todd were both named second-team All-Americans by Louisville Slugger
this week. Schmidt becomes just the fifth Arkansas player to be named a two-time All-American
and Todd is the 16th Hog in school history to earn All-America honors.

« Todd was named a National Player of the Week by Louisville Slugger this week on the heels of
his 17-strikeout performance against South Carolina in the SEC Tournament.

« Southeastern Conference coaches named Todd and Schmidt first-team All-SEC pitchers last
Tuesday with Dallas Keuchel earning All-Freshman honors.

» Schmidt and Todd were also first-team pitchers on the SEBaseball.com All-SEC team with the
second team including Danny Hamblin at first base, Logan Forsythe at third base and Casey Coon
in the outfield. RHP Duke Welker also earned honorable mention honors.

« The Hogs won their third SEC West title in 2007 since joining the Southeastern Conference for

« Both Schmidt and Todd were named to the SEC All-Tournament team
after dominating starts in Hoover. Danny Hamblin and Casey Coon were
also named to the team.

« Todd and Schmidt became the first teammates to each record at least
100 strikeouts in a season at Arkansas. Todd has 124 to rank fourth in
the SEC while Schmidt’s 107 rank sixth. Todd’s 124 is the fourth-most in
school history, while Schmidt’s 107 ranks sixth. Schmidt’s 145 Ks in 2006
are the second-most in a single season at UA.

« Todd is 5-0 over his last six starts starts with a 0.91 ERA and 64 strike-
outs in 49.2 innings. He has strung together 12-consecutive scoreless
inning over his last two starts.

» Arkansas has been hit by a school-record 102 pitches in 60 games this
season (1.70 per game). The mark leads the SEC this season. The old
school record of 94 set in 2003.

The 72
home runs are the fourth-most in school history, 10 off the pace of the
1999 team that cracked 84 home runs.

» Nick Schmidt claimed his fourth-career SEC Pitcher of the Week after
tossing a complete-game victory at Tennessee on Friday, March 30. Jess
Todd was named the SEC Pitcher of the Week after earning two wins
over then-No. 1 Vanderbilt.

« Danny Hamblin’s 213 career RBI rank second all time at Arkansas. He
is 20 shy of career record holder Ryan Lundquist (233).

« Arkansas is 4-0 this season in extra inning games and their first hit
came on April 21 when Danny Hamblin’s solo home run beat the
Georgia. The Hogs had not gotten a single hit in its first two extra-
innings wins. UA benefited from a error, intentional walk and a fielder
choice to beat Illinois State. UA then beat Vandy in 10 innings when Sean
Jones scored from second on a sacrifice fly deep into the right-center
field gap after reaching base on a hit by pitch.

« Wayne Hrozek connected for a two-run double over the right-fielders
head in the 10th inning on May 18 to clinch the SEC Western Division for

the Razorbacks. It was also their fourth extra-innings win of the season.

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Todd Returns to Dominance in Starting Role

Junior Jess Todd has started seven straight SEC weekend games and turned in dominating perform-
ances in each. He started with 10 strikeouts in five innings against Florida on April 15 but did not
get a decision. The next week at Georgia Todd only fanned seven but threw his first complete game
as a Hog and induced four double plays. He followed a similar pattern with a complete-game six hit-
ter at Auburn. He struck out eight with just two walks to improve to 6-2. Against LSU he hurled 8.2-
scoreless innings as the Hogs shutout LSU for the first time in school history. Todd matched his career
high with 10 strikeouts in the game. He matched those 10 strikeouts again at Alabama with his fourth
straight win with six innings of work. He set a new career high with 12 strikeouts over nine innings
in a no decision on May 18. He one-upped himself at the SEC Tournament with a school and tourna-
ment record 17 strikeouts against South Carolina.

He leads the team with 124 strikeouts and just 25 walks in 90.1 innings. Todd leads the team and
ranks fourth nationally with a 12.35 strikeouts per 9.0 innings. He also has a 5.0 strikeout-to-walk
ratio. He has lowered his ERA to 2.49 from a high of 5.09 following the March 23 win over Vanderbilt.
Todd is 7-1 in SEC games with a 2.48 ERA and 78 strikeouts in 65.1 innings.

Arkansas’ Keys to Winning

There have been two factors that have proven to be tell-tale signs of Razorback wins in 2007 - scor-
ing first and getting at least five innings out of their starting pitcher. Arkansas is 36-9 when they
score first and 29-10 when its starting pitcher throws at least five innings.

Hitting When it Counts - RISP

A key to the Razorbacks’ offense in 2007 has been their hitting with runners in scoring position.
Overall, Arkansas is hitting .288, but that average is still to .294 with runners on second or third
base. Below is a breakdown of the Hogs’ averages with runners in scoring position.

Big Innings Key Razorbacks’ Offense

Arkansas has made a habit out of putting up crooked numbers on the scoreboard this season. The
Razorbacks are averaging 8.1 runs per game and a big part of that has been innings where UA score
three, four or even five-plus runs. The Hogs have scored three-or-more runs in 62 innings this sea-
son, including 17 four-run innings and 18 innings of five or more runs. Arkansas has scored seven runs
in an inning four times this season and eight runs in the fifth inning on Saturday, Feb. 24, against
Illinois State.

Schmidt
has a 10-3 record, a 2.85 ERA and a .201 opponent batting average in 117
innings this season.

This year will mark the 30th consecutive year that the USA Baseball
Golden Spikes Award has been presented to the nation's premier amateur
baseball player. The winner's name will be announced on June 29, 2007,
during the 2007 USA Baseball Golden Spikes Award Show presented by
Major League Baseball.

Schmidt Named Semifinalist for Roger Clemens
Award

Junior Nick Schmidt was named one-of-10 semifinalist for
the Roger Clemens Award. The Roger Clemens Award goes to the
top pitcher in college baseball.

Records Watch

On the individual career record watch Danny Hamblin became the
career leader in home runs with 57 after his 22nd homer of the season in
the SEC Tournament Championship Game on Sunday ... he passed Ryan
Lundquist, who had 56 from 1996-99 ... he is also first player in school his-
tory with 900 at bats and currently has 926 ... Hamblin is third in hits
(281), third in doubles (61), fourth in runs scored (199), second in RBI
(219), second in total bases (519), third in sacrifice flies (16), tied for first
in games played (242), sixth in walks (116) and second extra-base hits
(121) ... Jake Dugger is Arkansas' career leader in walks (162), tied for
third in games (235), fourth in at bats (848), seventh in home runs (34),
seventh in runs (180), ninth in RBI (157), seventh in total bases (390),
eighth in hits (239) and tied for seventh in hit by pitches (27) ... LHP Nick
Schmidt is second in career starts (51), third in career wins (27), third in
innings pitched (333.1) and tied for eighth in ERA (2.89).

Hogs Post 3. 20 GPA during Spring Semester

The Arkansas baseball team proved they were truly student-ath-
letes during the 2007 spring semester with an impressive 3.20-team
grade point average. The 3.20-team GPA follows 3.12 GPA in the fall of
2006, a 2.9 GPA in the spring of 2006 and a 3.15 GPA during the fall of
2005.

The Razorbacks had 32 players compile a GPA of 3.0 or better with
two players, Brandon Barr and Brad Secrist, making a perfect 4.0.

Senior right-hander Brian McLelland earned his degree in chemical
engineering in December. Volunteer assistant coach Bubbs Merrill also
earned his degree in sociology and former Hog Clay Goodwin finished his
masters in adult education.

Fourteen Razorbacks posted GPAs of 3.5 or better during the fall,
including Barr (4.0), Casey Coon (3.8), Thomas Hauskey (3.81), Travis
Hill (3.81), Scott Limbocker (3.8), Brian McLelland (3.71), Sam Murphy
(3.81), Chad Pierce (3.60), Stephen Richards (3.8), Secrist (4.0), Shaun
Seibert (3.53), Jess Todd (3.8), Ben Tschepikow (3.8) and Michael Wild
(3.5).

Hogs Lead Country in Actual Attendance - Again

The NCAA and Southeastern Conference recognize paid attendance as
their method of ranking attendance, but Arkansas keeps both an actual
attendance and paid attendance. After 26 games at Baum Stadium in 2007
the Hogs are leading the way once again. The Razorbacks have sold
233,350 tickets for an average of 8,046 per game. UA is averaging 5,699
fans per game in actual attendance with a school record 165,298 fans
passing through the gates this season.

In 2006, Arkansas set school records in both tickets sold and attendance
over 29 games at Baum Stadium, including the NCAA Regional. The
Razorbacks sold 206,352 tickets for a 7,116 average (the average is sec-
ond all time). A record 164,608 fans passed through the gates in actual
attendance for an average of 5,676.

In 2005, the Hogs also set a then-school record in actual attendance
with 146,902 fans showing up at Baum Stadium. That averages out to
5,247 fans per game and is believed to have led the country.

Baum Stadium is underwent its third expansion since prior to the 2003
season with the addition of 20 luxury suites, over 1,500 chairback seats
and an expanded Hog Pen in 2007. Baum Stadium will now features 34 lux-
ury suites, 8,237 chairback seats and a capacity of 10,737 with addition-
al standing room only available.

In an informal survey by the Baton Rouge (La.) Advocate, Arkansas led
all SEC schools in actual attendance in 2005 and 2006. Below is a break-
down of both paid and actual attendance at Baum Stadium over the past
four seasons.

o LHP Nick Schmidt makes his 52nd career start and 18th of the season on Sunday at Baum Stadium in the NCAA
Fayetteville Regional. His 51 career starts rank second place all-time at UA, behind only Charley Boyce (55).

« Schmidt was named second-team All-American by Louisville Slugger, just the fifth player in school history to
be a two-time All-America selection. He was a first-team Freshman All-American in 2005.

« He is Arkansas’ all-time strikeouts leader with 341 in his career. He passed Matt Carnes, who struck out 301
batters from 1995-97.

« His 107 this season ranks as the sixth-best single-season striketout total in school history and 30th nationally.
Schmidt and Jess Todd became the first two teammates in school history to both have at least 100 K in a season.

« Schmidt’s 27 career victories are third all time at Arkansas, while his 2.89 career ERA is tied for eighth.

o Arkansas is 13-4 in Schmidt’s starts this season and 37-14 during his three-year career.

« Schmidt is second in career starts (51), third in career wins (27) and third in innings pitched (333.1). His 117 innings
pitched this season are tied for fifth on the single season charts while his 10 wins are tied for eighth.

« He earned the win in the season opener at Louisiana Tech. Schmidt entered the game on a pitch count and threw
three innings to earn the win. He allowed one hit and two runs (both earned) while fanning three and walking five.
« Schmidt returned to form at Troy, pitching six-scoreless innings. He allowed three hits, two walks and fanned six.
He did not get a decision vs. Wisconsin-Milwuakee either, throwing six innings, allowing two runs on three hits. He
beat Illinois St. on Feb. 23, allowing just three hits over six-scoreless innings.

« Schmidt tossed his first complete game of the season at Minnesota on March 4, holding the Gophers to one run
on five hits to improve to 3-0 on the season. It was his fourth career complete game.

« He pitched eight-scoreless innings on March 10 against Kansas at Baum Stadium. Schmidt held the Jayhawks to
three hits and struck out eight as the Hogs shutout KU 4-0.

« Schmidt did not have his best outing at Kentucky, but he pitched well enough to earn his fifth win of the sea-
son. He threw five innings, striking out six and allowing two runs on four hits.

« He threw seven innings opposite David Price of Vanderbilt on March 23 with neither pitcher picking up a deci-
sion. Schmidt allowed three earned runs and struck out eight.

« Schmidt continued his dominance of Tennessee with a four-hit complete game win over the Vols in Knoxville.
He allowed two runs and fanned nine for his second complete game of the year and the fifth of his career. He
moved past David Walling for second all time in strikeouts at UA.

« He captured his seventh win of the season vs. Mississippi State. Schmidt allowed three runs on nine hits against
the powerful Bulldogs, but also fanned nine and only walked two.

« Schmidt won his third straight start with a seven-inning effort against Florida. He fanned seven and broke the
school strikeout record with 307. He allowed three runs on seven hits over seven innings.

« He suffered his first loss of the season at Georgia with a rough second inning when the Bulldogs put up five
runs. But Schmidt rebounded and retired 19 of the last 21 UGA hitters, including 11 straight at one point.

e Schmidt turned in his second consecutive complete game, this time with a dominating win at Auburn. He
fanned eight and surrendered just four hits and one run.

« Schmidt got a no decision vs LSU, allowing five runs on eight hits with eight Ks with all runs coming with two outs.
« He struggled to locate his fastball at Alabama and took his second loss of the season. Schmidt allowed five runs
- four earned - with four walks and four strikeouts.

« Schmidt regained his usual form against Ole Miss but was tagged with his third loss of the season after giving
up two home runs in the fifth inning. He allowed four earned runs in 7.1 innings with four strikeouts.

« He recorded his fifth complete game of the season and the eighth of his career with a commanding two-hit
shutout of Alabama in the first round of the SEC Tournament. He fanned six and took a no-hitter into the eighth.
« Schmidt a semifinalist for the Roger Clemens Award, which goes to the nation’s top pitcher. He is also on the
Brooks Wallace Award watch list, which goes to the top player in college baseball.

« RHP Jess Todd has done a little bit of everything for the Razorbacks this season. He has two saves in 13 appear-
ances out of the bullpen but has been dominant in a starting role over the last seven weeks with a 5-0 record
during that span with a 1.15 ERA and 74 strikeouts.

« Todd was named a second-team All-American by Louisville Slugger this week. He is the 16th Razorback in school
history to garner All-America honors. He was also a first-team All-SEC selection by league coaches.

« He is 5-0 over his last six starts with a 0.91 ERA, two complete games and 64 strikeouts in 49.2 innings.

« Arkansas is 7-0 in Todd’s starts since he moved back into the rotation.

« The right-hander has a team-high 124 strikeouts, including 78 in SEC play. His 124 this season ranks as the fourth-
most single-season striketout total in school history and tied for 10th nationally. Todd and junior Nick Schmidt became
the first two teammates in school history to both have at least 100 K in a season. Schmidt now has 107 heading into
NCAA Regional play.

« He ranks fourth nationally and second in the SEC in strikeouts per nine innings with 12.35. The 124 total strike-
outs are the 10th-best mark in the country.

« The right-hander has a 5.0/1 strikeout-to-walk ratio and is allowing just .20 home runs per nine innings.

« Todd moved back into the rotation vs. Florida in the middle of April and mowed down the Gators. He struck
out a career-high 10 in over five innings and allowed just two runs - both after he exited the game - on four hits.
« He hurled his first complete-game as a Hog at Georgia on April 22. He allowed three runs on six hits with seven
strikeouts on 113 pitches. Todd induced four ground-ball double plays and surrendered half of his hits in the ninth
inning with the game well in hand.

« Todd followed his Georgia starter with a complete-game win at Auburn. He allowed just one run on six hits -
all singles. He threw 113 pitches and struck out eight for his sixth win of the season.

« He missed his third straight complete game by just one out as he won his seventh game and registered the first
shutout of LSU in school history. Todd tied his then-career high with 10 strikeouts with three walks and seven hits.
« Todd won his fourth straigh game at Alabama, allowing just one earned run over six innings with 10 strikeouts.
« The junior was masterful in nine innings against Ole Miss, but that wasn’t enough with the game tied a 1-1.
Arkansas went on to win 4-3 in 10 inning afterhe he allowed just one run with a the-career-best 12 strikeouts.

« Todd produced maybe the most dominating performance in SEC Tournament history with a 6-0 blanking of South
Carolina in the second round. He set an Arkansas and SEC Tournament record with 17 strikeouts while allowing
just two hits over eight innings.

« He was named the SEC Pitcher of the Week after earning two wins over No. 1 Vanderbilt. He pitched three
innings on Friday, March 23 and six on Sunday, March 25 with nine strikeouts.

« He blew his third straight save opportunity on March 31 at Tennessee, but the Hogs rallied to get Todd his
fourth win. He worked 2.1 innings and did not allow a run on two hits while fanning four. He was roughed up the
next day in Knoxville, allowing three runs on five hits in 1.1 innings.

« Todd made two appearances in the Mississippi State series. He worked 1.0 inning on Friday night and then pitched
the final two innings on Sunday. Todd entered with the bases loaded and no outs in the eighth inning on Sunday. He
got a strikout of the Bulldogs’ hottest hitter and then induced a double play before working a perfect 9th.

« Todd fanned eight in the first 4.1 innings of his first start against Kansas. He then ran into trouble as he tired
at the 70-pitch mark and did not get a decision. Todd allowed four earned runs on five hits.

« He suffered his first loss of the season vs. Ole Miss on March 2, allowing two runs on two hits in one inning of work.
He allowed a bloop single and then a well-placed double down the right-field line.

« Todd was nearly untouchable as the Hogs’ closer in 2007 over the first three weeks of the season. He struck
out 16 of the first 26 batters he has faced on the season, issuing just two walks.

« He earned his first win of the season vs. Illinois State on Feb. 25, after he blew the first save of the season.
Todd has two saves in three chances this season.

« He blew away the competiton in his first series as an Arkansas Razorback at Louisiana Tech. He earned two
saves, pitched 3.1-scoreless innings and struck out six.

« Todd entered with two outs in the bottom of the eighth inning on Feb. 2, at Troy and got the strikeout to end
the inning. He then fanned two in the ninth to earn his first save. He notched save No. 2 with two innings of work
on Feb. 4, striking out three while allowing two hits.

« Todd pitched the final two innings on Feb. 11 at Troy to get some work in. Todd faced only six batters, striking
out five and getting the other to pop up to the catcher.

« He struck out five of the seven batters he faced in two innings of work against Wisconsin-Milwaukee on Feb. 19.
« Todd pitched two innings on both Feb. 24 and 25 vs. Illinois State. He allowed one unearned run on Feb. 24 and
his first earned run of the season on Feb. 25.

« He struggled in his second start at Kentucky as the umpire squeezed the strike zone and the Hogs’ defense com-
mitted five errors. Todd allowed six runs - four earned - on eight hits in three innings of work. He walked a career-
high three and fanned four to fall to 1-2 on the year.

« RHP Duke Welker has started 17 games this season, which ranks tied for the sixth-most in school history. Welker
has been tough to hit all season with a .231 opponent batting average and a .238 mark in SEC play.

» He turned in his best outing in over a month at the SEC Tournament. The right-hander mowed through No. 9
South Carolina’s potent lineup. He scattered seven hits while allowing just one run over seven innings before
leaving with a blister.

« Welker will make his 18th start of the season in the opener of the NCAA Fayetteville Regional agianst Albany.
« He made his first appearance in a Razorback uniform on Sunday, Feb. 4 in a start at Louisiana Tech. He pitched
three innings against Tech, giving up three hits and two runs. Welker walked two and struck out one while uncork-
ing two wild pitches.

« Welker showed everyone why the professional scouts are so high on him with five-shutout innings in his first
win as a Razorback at Troy. The 6-7 right fanned four while walking two and allowing four hits. He spotted his
fastball in the low 90s and threw his breaking pitches for strikes.

» He moved into the Saturday spot in the Hogs’ rotation against Wisconsin-Milwaukee and earned the win. He
allowed just two runs on two hits over five innings of work while out a career-high six. Welker took the no deci-
sion last week vs. Illinois State.

» His start vs. Oral Roberts on March 13 was his first start since a rough outing at Minnesota in the second game
of a doubleheader on March 4. Welker worked a career-best six innings against the Golden Eagles, allowing just
one earned run on three hits while fanning three.

« Welker earned his fourth win of the season with six-strong innings at Kentucky on March 18. He allowed just
four hits and one earned run while fanning a career-high nine.

« He pitched his best game as a Razorback in a dominating effort against No. 1 Vanderbilt. He allowed just one
unearned run through the first seven innings before a lost fly ball to right field cost both him and the Razorbacks
the game in the eighth inning. He allowed just one earned run over a career-best eight innings in his first loss of
the season.

« Welker did not get a decision his last time out at Tennessee, but turned in his fourth consecutive quality start.
He threw 6.2 innings, allowing just three runs - all in the seventh inning - on five hits with three walks and two
strikeouts.

« He was a tough-luck loser against Mississippi State. He took a no-hitter into the seventh inning before being
touched up for two doubles and two runs to take the loss. The final double came with a 1-2 count and two outs.
Welker did strikeout a career-best 11 while allowing just three hits and walking two.

» Welker pitched a career-high 8.1 innings to even his SEC record at 2-2. He sat down 15 straight Gator hitters
from the fourth inning through the first out of the ninth inning. Welker allowed just five hits and fanned seven.
« He worked five innings at Georgia, allowing just one run on six hits, before leaving with a stiff back. He left
in line for the win, but four UGA runs in the ninth off of Travis Hill, cost him the win.

o Welker lasted just four innings at Auburn and allowed five runs on five hits with two walks and just one strike-
out. It was his second straight bad outing after seven staight quality outings.

« He pitched well but suffered his third loss of the season vs. LSU on May 6. Welker allowed five runs - four
earned - in seven innings with a walk and five strikeouts.

« Welker suffered his second straight loss at Alabama. He allowed five rusn on seven hits in five innings of work.
He fanned five and walked three to fall to 5-4 on the year.

« His third straight loss came in the regular-season fianle against Ole Miss at Baum Stadium. He allowed five runs
